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Yang Berbahagia Profesor Dato’ Dr. Sharifah Hapsah telah dilahirkan pada 16 Ogos 1947 di Alor Setar, Kedah. Beliau berkahwin dengan Dato’ Dr. Mahmud Mohd. Nor0 Pendidikan awal beliau bermula di Sekolah Rendah Sultanah Asma, Alor Setar, Kedah, dari tahun 1955 hingga 1959. Kemudian beliau memasuki Senior Methodist Girls’ School di Kuala Lumpur, pada tahun 1960 hingga 1964 dan seterusnya menyambung pengajian di Methodist Boys’ School, Kuala Lumpur selama dua tahun. Beliau melanjutkan pelajaran dalam bidang perubatan di Fakulti Perubatan Universiti Malaya dari tahun 1967 hingga 1973. Beliau mengambil Ijazah Sarjana di University of New South Wales pada tahun 1982 dan kemudian Ijazah Kedoktoran dari Universiti Malaya pada tahun 1992.


Kerjaya beliau bermula dalam bidang perubatan bermula di Hospital Universiti, Petaling Jaya (kini Pusat Perubatan Universiti Malaya) sebagai doktor pelatih selama dua tahun (1973- 1974). Pada tahun berikutnya, beliau berkhidmat sebagai pegawai perubatan di Hospital Kuala Lumpur, Kemudiannya beliau menjadi pensyarah di Jabatan Fisiologi di UKM.
