Two men shall serve as witnesses; if not
two men, then a man and two women whose testimony is acceptable to all.* Thus, if one
woman becomes biased, the other will remind her. It is the obligation of the witnesses to
testify when called upon to do so. Do not tire of writing the details, no matter how long,
including the time of repayment.

Business transactions that you
execute on the spot need not be recorded, but have them witnessed. No scribe or witness
shall be harmed on account of his services. If you harm them, it would be wickedness on
your part.

*2:282 Financial transactions are the ONLY situations where two women may substitute for
one man as witness. This is to guard against the real possibility that one witness may marry
the other witness, and thus cause her to be biased. It is a recognized fact that women are
more emotionally vulnerable than men.

As a merchant, Muhammad needs to prepare contracts for credit transactions (as
commanded by GOD in [2:282]). As such, Muhammad needs to understand the contracts
which he signed.

If you are not permitted by the authority to even read the bibles, and yet you make such
comments..mm.

Muslims are not prevented from reading the Bible, or indeed studying Christianity, by
anybody. But many Muslims, myself included, have little inclination to study deeply the
religious texts of other religions -- perhaps in obedience to the Command in Surah Al-
Kafirun (Surah 109) of the Quran. Hence the dearth of academic centres on Christianity and
the West along the lines of Western schools of Oriental and Islamic studies, in Muslim lands.
We know the main precepts of the major religions in Malaysia of course but Muslims prefer
to study Islam rather than another religion.

As you are aware, Muslims are stringent Monotheists and maintain that the Bible has been
corrupted -- corrupted, not falsified. That's just the way it is.



"The history of the corruption [of the Bible] in short is this. First some of the Latines
interpreted the spirit water & blood of the Father, Son & Holy ghost to prove them one.
Then Ierome for the same end inserted the Trinity in expres words into his Version. Out of
him the Africans {began to allege} it against the Vandals about 64 years after his death.
Afterwards the Latines noted his variations in the margins of their books & thence it began
at length to creep into the text in transcribing, & that chiefly in the twelft & following
Centuries when revived by the Schoolmen.

[Sir Isaac Newton, late Lucasian Professor, Cambridge University; currently interred at
Westminster Abbey, London]

According to several biographers Newton, who was studying theology in order to take up
holy orders -- a requirement at Cambridge at that time, was absorbed by the doctrine of the
Trinity. On this topic he studied extensively not only the Bible, but also much of the Church
Fathers. Newton traced the doctrine of the Trinity back to Athanasius; he became convinced
that before Athanasius the Church had no trinitarian doctrine. In the early 4th century
Athanasius was opposed by Arius, who affirmed that God the Father had primacy over
Christ. The Council of Nicea condemned as heretical the views of Arius.

Newton further asserted that, in order to support trinitarianism, the Church deliberately
corrupted the Bible by modifying crucial texts.
