Fair enough, when there are teguran, leaders need to micro-manage when the scenario 
requires them to micro-manage. When a leader micro-manage, he would see the “mutually 
exclusive and completely exhaustive events” and “actors” more clearly , and he could 
articulate about the events much better. 

A leader who does not micro-manage may not be abole to control the scenario within the 
space constraint. For example, the abolishment of ISA. If ISA is not abolished, then the 
situation remains status quo. If ISA is abolished, then it may give two types of consequences 
– positive and negative. The oppositions (and their venomised public) may be happy if ISA is 
abolished because they can get a freer hand in doing something and some of the venomised 
public may change to neutral stand…. (may does not mean must). But, if all the crooks are let 
go squat free, then prolific and high profile crime rate will increase and would not give good 
image to the government. What leaders need to do is to look into the micro-structure of 
abolishment of ISA. The questions that are always asked – define ? what if ? why need ? 
Because public debate could purge out “what if questions on what may happen”, public 
debate on this is very healthy with one condition – it is conducted through the right channel 
and without getting personal and bias to one side of view. Allow public debates before taking 
action.  

So, someone may ask – what about some “advisors” and the laboratories” and the painted 
conclusion based on the advisors and laboratories purported outcome (didnt they do a good 
job ?) ? They have done a good job but the tiny bits and details are with the “advisors”. 
Advisors are human, they may make mistake. Sometimes , their attention may tunnel on 
certain information that they like or looks catchy, sometimes they may has some biasness, 
and there are a lot of psychological stuff that may influence the advisors which may finally 
affect the leaders. The “Advisors” argument is that , since they do laboratories and many 
people involve in it, they may never go wrong because many people may not go wrong. But , 
real fact is that , they may still go wrong if we take into consideration about the human 
factors and psychology related factors. More people equal to more data does not necessarily 
equal to more information if the data is equal to noise and this world consists a lot of noise.  

Leaders, meanwhile needs to show values in every of their decision. So, if advisors 
accidentally or purposely make mistakes, leaders would lose much time to show real value 
and leaders could lose credibility if they sign for the policy mistakes that they made. Many 
more could be written …I guess this small bit is too much. 

Hope tegur-menegur do not go personal. Everyone will lose if it goes that way. Teguran 
could be a positive feedback to improve performance.

There have been comments on this topic alluding to why the Tunku had to retire.  

A fact which has seldom been mentioned is that of the Currency Board of Malaya, Singapore, 
Sarawak, North Borneo & Brunei. What is a Currency Board ? It is an agency set up by the 
British in the colonies throughout their British Empire. The Currency Board functions as an 
issuer of money which amount is limited to what the Colony earned in any particular year. 
There were no money advances and all transactions were cash transactions. With this system, 
the rich became richer (the British with 70% of the best assets, the Chinese with 25% of the 
third rate assets and the others owned 5% in which 1% belonged to the Malays).
