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Professor Dato' Dr Aminah had an illustrious career beginning as a secondary school teacher, later as a lecturer in the Science University Malaysia (USM) and then as the Dean of the Education Learning Center in the same university. Her interest in science led to her selection as the Resource Person to the Science & Technology Education, UNESCO in 2003 while at the same time as the South-East Asia Representative to the International Organization for Science and Technology Education (IOSTE) (2002-2004). In 2005, she became the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academic and Internationalization) at Sultan Idris Education University and 2 years later as the Vice Chancellor.

Professor Dr Aminah’s interest in children began when she was appointed Consultant to the Psychological Documentation and Profiling of Children Affected by the December 2004 Tsunami In Penang.  She was one of the primary forces behind the PERMATA National Committee in Early Child Education and Care (ECEC), and in 2006 to 2008, as the Chair of the PERMATA Technical Committee for the formulation of the National Curriculum and Training Division all of which is under the auspices of the Deputy Prime Minister’s Department.  Currently, she chairs the PERMATA Technical and Research Committee overseeing the development of the National Child Development Research Center (NCDRC) at SIEU.
