Upon returning to Malaysia in 1983 , she joined Island and Peninsular Berhad where she was a Business Development Manager for five years before deciding in 1997 to devote more time towards supporting her husband , Deputy Prime Minister Malaysia , Y.A.B Dato’ Seri Najib Tun Razak’s political career . All this while she juggles her household responsibilities as well as educating and raising their children.

Currently, she is the Acting President of BAKTI (Badan Amal Kebajikan Tenaga Isteri-isteri), Chairperson of PUSPANITA Kementerian Pertahanan Malaysia and President of Netball Association of Wilayah Persekutuan.
