Executive Councillor, 
before he collapsed. 

Dr. Rajagopal imme-
diately summoned an 
ambulance before going 
to Tan Sri Manickava-
sagam's house. 

Datuk Pathmanaban 
said Tan Sri Manickava-
sagam had only today 
fixed the wedding date 
for his second daughter 
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Kasturi, who is study-
ing in Australia. 

Kasturi and his 
second son Rejendra, 
who is working in 

London, are flying 
home. His two other 
daughters, Indra and 
Kalyani, are also 
married. 

Tan Sri Manickava 
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medical check-up in 
London about a month 
ago but continued with 
his busy schedule on his 
return. 

MIC secretary-gene-
ral Senator M. Maha-
lingam said the funeral 
would be on Sunday at 
a time to be announced 
later. 

The body would be 
taken from the house at 
6, Lorong Duta here 
for cremation in Klang. 

Prime Minister Da-
tuk Hussein Onn and 
Chief Secretary to the 
Government Tan Sri 
Abdullah Ayub were 
among the first to call 
at Tan Sri Manickava-
sagam's house.

Prof. Datuk Pillay 
said the cause of death 
was acute myocardial 
infarction (blockage of 
the artery). 

Tan Sri Manickava-
sagam had been ailing 
for some time and 
underwent heart sur-
gery in London in 
1976. 

He had celebrated 
his 53rd birthday just 
eight days ago. 

A founder member 
of the MIC, he joined 
the Government as 
Assistant Minister of 
Labour in 1959 and 
joined the Cabinet as 
Labour Minister in 
1964 to become its 
longest-serving member. 

He was also one 
of the longest-serving 
Members of Parliament, 
having represented his 
Pelabohan Kelang Con-
stituency (formerly 
Klang) since 1950. 

Tan Sri Manickava-
sagam went for a

off as a businessman before 15 years of 
service in the Cabinet, leaves five children.

The senior physician and director of the 
General Hospital, Prof. Datuk R.P. Pillay, said 
he was rushed to hospital but died on the way.
