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“Elections in Malaysia” is a comprehensive handbook covering election facts and figures in this
country. Chapter 1 begins with a background of the political and electoral systems in Malaysia.
Chaprers 5,6, 8 and 9 cover election results from 1955-1990, while Chapter 7 takes us through by-
electons since 1990. We have also devoted chapters on the major political party leaders and political
parties. In Chapter 10, we went down memory lane with a collection of photographs that captures
the spirit of elections in Malaysia through the years. Chapter 11 is a potpourri of election facts and

figures presented in an easily digestible manner.

In 1990 we came out with our first book on elections in Malaysia. The second book is essentially an
update with improvements - new sections on personality profile of major political party leaders,
coalition parties, state statistics and an overall revamp to make it more "usep-friendli

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INTRODUCTION
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THE POLITICAL SYSTEM

Malaysia has a federal parli 4

system with 4 constitutional monarchy. The present Constitution
with its parliamentary :md Cabiner. system. is closely based on the Bridsh Westminster model. Undcr this system, @

bicameral Parliament elects one of ics own members o the prime The system mainains @ of

powers, and civilian supremacy and civil liberties.

The King is the Head of State. The King (Yang di Perruan Agong) is chosen from among the nine state hereditary
Malay Rulers, for a five-year term by the Rulers, ar the Conference of Rulers. The King, a constitutonal monarch with
ceremonial duries and limited discretionary powers, has the power to dissolve Parliament on the advice of the Prime
Minister.

The Prime Minister heads the government. The Parliament consists of two chambers: the Dewan Rakyar (House of
Representatives) and the Dewan Negara (Senare). The Dewan Rakyat has 180 members (192 for the next election)
wha are papularly elecred once every five years or when Parliament is dissolved.

The Dewan Negara, the equivalent of the House of Lords in Britain, has 69 members. Each of the 13 states elects two
members to the Senate, 40 are appointed by the King, 2 represent the Federal Territories of Kuala Lumpur and 1 for
Labuan. One term of Senarorship runs for 3 years.

ABill becomes law upon its passing by a simple majority in both Houses, and assented to by the King. However, the
Dewan Rakyar is more powerful than the Dewan Negara and can override the objections raised by the Dewan Negara
on the passage of bills.

THE ELECTORAL SYSTEM

Malaysia has been using the elecroral system practiced in United Kingdom since 1954. The system is the simple
majority or the first-past-the-post system in single member territorial constituencies. It simply means thac in all
elections (general and by-clection), the winner is thar person who gets the most votes, even if it does not constitute &
majority of the votes. Thus, in party rerms this means that one or a coalition of the 35 currently registered political
parties in Peninsular Malaysia, Sabah and Sarawak can. upon abraining the majority of votes, form the government.

With the recent re-delineation excercise, Malaysia now has 192 parli i ies and 498 stat i cie:
The two Fndeml Territories, Kuala Lumpur and Labuan, do not have legnslazuru of their own burt elect 11 and 1

ectively, o the Parlis Citizenis who are eligible to vote under the law must be registered and
Vg dbrie by secreuballbr.

The Federal Constitution provides for parliamentary elections and for elections to the State Legislatures to be held
every five years, though they may be held sooner by an earlier dissolution of Pacliament or State Legislature. Vorers go
to the polls after Parliament (in the case of parliamentary clections) and the State Legislature (in the case of state
elections) are dissolved and the notice of elections gazetted, and nomination day ser. The general election must be held
within 60 days from the date of dissolution of Parliament and State Assemblies.

At stare level, the state Chief Ministers decide when to dissolve the State Assemblies before the election. The general
elections to the State Assémbly in Peninsular Malaysia are held in tandem with the federal parliamentary elections.

The state elections in Sabah and Sarawak are not held simul ly with the federal parli v and state elections
in the Peninsula. Sabah stare elecrions were held separately right from the first state election in April 1967, In the case
of Sarawak, it held its state <lections separately from 1979 - when the then Sarawak Chief Minister Tan Sri Abdul
Rahman Yaakub opred to sit out the five-year term which ended that year.

THE SOCIAL AND POLITICAL CONTEXT

The carlicr colonial policy of “divide and rule” sowed the foundation of the political culture in Malaysia, and is re-

inforced to this date by the multi-cthnicity of the population.
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Of the roral population of 18.2 million, Malays and other indigenous peoples (Orang Asli, Bidayuhs, [bans, Dayaks.
Kadazans, Melanaus and many athers) make up about 62 per cent, Chinese 29 per cent. Indians § per cent, and others
1 per cent.”|

Religious groupings tend 10 be along ethnic lines. The Muslims which make up 53 per cent of the population are
predominantly Malays. The Chinese tend to be Buddhists (17.3 per cent) or Confucians, Taoists o other traditional
Chinese belief and worship (11,6 per cent). The Indians are mainly Hindus (7 per cent) while the Christians (8.6 per
cént) ciir across the the non-Malay races.*2

Given the diversity in ethnic and religious backgrounds, el

ctions assume a more important role as the main instrument
for preserving the democratic component in the system. It is one of the most important ways in which people can
express their political hopes, dissacisfactions and as a mechanism for choosing the leaders of the country:

Voter turnout for the past parliamentary elections range from abour 70 1o 79 per cent, and for state elections from 72
079 per cent (see Chart 1 and 2 on page 137) This level of participation is quire impressive since voter participation

in many countries is lower than 60 per cent.

The first popular election held in Malaysia (then the Federation of Malaya) was for the municipal council George
Town, Penang, on November 1, 1951. This was followed later by the Kuala Lumpur municipal council election of
February, 1952. The first national level election in the country was held on July 27, 1955, To date, thete has been
eight elections

PARTY IDENTIFICATION AND COALITION POLITICS

Most of the polirical parties in Malaysia are communally based. The United Malays National Otganisation (UMNO)
formed in' 1946, followed by the Malayan Indian Congress (MIC) in the same year, the Malayan (later Malaysian)
Chinese Association (MCA) in 1949, are all cthnic-based. So are PAS (Malay and specifically Islam) and the DAP
(essentially Chinese).

Relative to Peninsular Malaysia, the formation of polirical parties was a late development in Sabah and Sarawak. The
special position of Sabah and Sarawak and their assertion of state and cthnic rights have been the dominant polirical
issues in these two states. They also pose challenges to teritorial integration of the country. While political parties in
these two states are mainly locally controlled. the political influence of the Barisan Nasional coalition is making
significant inroads into these two states. As a result of the February 18-19, 1994 election in Sabah, a new state
government led by Barisan Nasional is formed.

Coalition politics is nothing new in Malaysia. As early as the 1952 Kuala Lumpur municipal clection, a coalition of
UMNO and MCA had existed. With the addition of MIC. this coalition, became the Alliance in 1957

The need o build a durable foundarion for a strong, united, multiracial Malaysia led to the expansion of the ruling
Alliance party. The Alliance expanded o include a number of opposition parties which had been among its principal
opponents in the political arena, ac both the state and federal level. Thus, with new partners that shifted with the need
ar the time, the Alliance party became a new coalition, the Barisan Nasional (National Front), which was registered

and functioned as a party on June 1, 1974. Today the ruling Barisan Nasional consists of 12 political parties.

What lies hehind this coalition was a political strategy for governing. It was based on limiting and controlling ethnic
hostility. depoliticising rense cthnic issues, and compromising at the elite level. The strategy has been endorsed by
vaters, who have made the Alliance/Barisan Nasional the winining coalition in every national election held since 1955.

Pasty poliics in Malaysia continue to revolve around the garnering of communal suppore. Political clites also play a
major rolc in shaping the framework and che style of poliries in Malaysia. Race has hecome the basis for mobilisation
and action among the peoples. This has led Malaysian politics to be characterised as communal politics, and the
maintenance of inter-communal harmony, the primary aim of the government.

VOTING PATTERNS

In 1955 there were 1,280,000 registered voters and the number of voters has been increasing since then (see Chart 3
on page 137). In the 1986 parliamentary elections, vorer tumout fell to 70 per cent from 74 per cent in 1982, the first
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time in post-independence elections thar the turmout had fallen to the 70 per cent mark.

In the 1990 parliamentary clection there were 7,958,000 registered vorers. OF the total, 5,749,000 voters or 72.7 per
cent cast their votes in 180 parliamentary constituencies. More than 8.7 million voters are ligible to cast their votes
in the next general election.

The highest voter turnout in the 1986 general election was in the cast-coast states of Kelantan and Terengganu, and
the lowest was in Sabah. In the 1990 general election, the largest number of voters who actually cast their votes were
in Perak and Terengganu.

In the 198G general election, 9 political parties contested for the 177 parliamentary seats but only the National Front
coalition, the Pari Islam (PAS) and the Democratic Action Party (DAP) were successful. The National Front secured
$7.6 per cent of the vores, PAS 15.3 per cent and DAP 21.1 per cent (sce Chare 7 on page 139). Candidates from the
other six parties failed to obrain any seat. Our of 52 independent candidares, four were successful in obraining seats.
They received a total 142,456 votes or 3 per cent.

In the 1990 general election, 9 polirical parties contested for the 180 parliamentary seats. Only 5 parties were
successful. The Barisan Nasional party polled 2.98 million vores or 53.4 per cent of the votes to gain 127 of the 180
seats. Barisan Nasional retained control of all the state legislative Assemblies excepr those in Kelantan and Sabah. The
Opposition obtained 2.6 million votes or 46.6 per cent of the toral votes. This translated into 53 parliamentary seats
and 2 State Assemblies.

ELECTION LAWS

The election processes in Malaysia are governed by election laws. The Parliamentary Act providing for elections to the
Dewan Rakyar and to the legislative Assemblies of the states is the Elections Act, 1958. Other election laws include:
Election Offences Act, 1954; Elections Commission Act, 1957; Elections (Registration of Elecrors) Regulations,
1971; and Elections (Conduct of Elections) Regulations, 1981. In March 1990, a bill was passed by Parliament which
bars Members of Parliament from resigning their scats to effect by-elections.

The Elections Act of 1958 was amended in 1990/ o allow the counting of vores to be done ac the polling station of
each constituency. Postal vores for each constituency is counted at a place determined by the returning Officer. All of
this is to make the counting of votes quicker and more efficient than before.

CONSTITUENCIES

When voters went to the polls for the federal legislative council election in 1955, there were only 52 parliamentary
constituencies and no state constituencies. In 1959 there were 104 parliamentary constituencies and 282 stare
constituencies and since then, the number of constituencies has been increasing (See Chart 4 on page 138).

ELECTION EXPENDITURE

Two kinds of expenditure are involved in elections - the cost to the Treasury for holding the exercise, and the expense
of the candidate/party. The Treasury has to bear the costs of conducting general elections, which has increased by leaps
and bounds. The Treasury is also for approving the allocation for cach election.

bl

The cost of the 1959 general election was a little more than RM1 million (see Chart 5 on page 138). Ten years later in
1969, the cost more than doubled to RM2.4 million, and further down the road in 1978 the cost increased o RM 4.3
million. For the last election in 1990, the cost was RM20 million.

The increase in expenditure by the Treasury is largely duc to the increases in the number of constituencies, polling
stations, polling staff and polling equipment such as ballot hoxes, and polling booths.

The expendicure by the candidate in the election process is set by law. The maximum expenditure for a candidate or
his election agent is RM50,000 for parliamentary clections and RM30,000 for state elections. Expenses incurred by
the candidate must be accounted for with receipts and bills. Thirey-one days after the election results are published in
the Government Gazette, the election agent of every candidate must submit a return of his election expenses to the
State Elections Officer.

In addition, as required by election law, there is an election deposit for candidacy, hich is RM5,000 for parliamentary
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clection and RM3,000 for stae legislarive election. A candidate loses his deposic if he obrains less than one-cighth of
the roral vores cast in the constituency in which he is contesting. I the Sabah State Assembly election on February
18-19, 1994, 52 candidares forfeited their collective election deposits of RM 156,000,

Al of this means that i in the next parliamentary election, a political party fields its candidates in all 192 parliamentary
sears and all 498 state sears, it has to come up with at least RM2,454.000, just for deposit alone. And for a political
party with limited financial resources, this high deposit alone can be a big stumbling black. Only parties and candidates
endowed with sufficient resources can survive in future elections, The cost of running for office ar both the state and
the federal level in furure clections will in all likelyhood increase rather thin decrease.

Organisation (UMNO) and the Trime Minister of Malaysia. He has held bath posts
since 1981.

Before becoming the Prime Minister, he had served as Depury Prime Minister, Deputy
Home Minister, Minister of Trade and Industry, and Minister of Education.

He was born in 1925 at Scherang Perak, Kedah, the youngest son of a school teacher. Dr.
Mahathir, wha obtained his MBBS degree from the University of Malaya, is popularly
known as “Dr. UMNO” in his birdly place.

Dr. Mahathir joined UNMNO when it was formed in 1946. In 1964 he won his firse parliamentary seat for the Kota

His major political appaintments include parliamentary secretary in the Ministry of Local Government in 1976,
Deputy Minister of 3 Ministrics, namely Information, Finance and Education, spanning the years benween 1978 to
1985.

In 1984 Dato’ Seri Ling Liong Sik and 13 MCA Central Commitice members were expelled from the party and he
subsequently resigned s Deputy Miniser of Finance. Eleven months fater, he was fe-instated and in March 1985, he
was te-appointed Depury Minister of Education.
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Dato’ Seri S. Samy Vellu is the president of the Malaysian Indian Congress (MIC) and
the Minister of Energy. Telecommunications and Posts.

He was born in 1936 in Kluang, Johor, He rectived his Diploma from the Royal Insritute
of British Architects in 1969, and was in private practice for about 10 years,

He first joined MIC in 1959, In 1973, he was chosen to head the MIC Youth, and 4
years later, became the deputy president of the party. Before assuming the leadership of
MIC in 1981, he was the acting president for 2 years following the death of the then
president. Tan Sei V. Manick

Samy Vellu, first elected to Parliament in 1974, has been a Member of Parliament for Sungai Sipur for 20 years. His
past portfolios, prior to his current post as Minister of Energy. Telecommunications and Posts, included being Deputy
Minister of Housing and Local Government, and Minister of Works and Utiliries.

Dato’ Seri Dr. Lim Keng Yaik is the president of Gerakan since 1980. and is also the
Minister of Primary Industries.

He was barn in 1939 in Tapah. Perak. He received his training in medicine ar Queens
University, United Kingdom, and later served in the government hospital in Taiping and
private practice before venturing into polirics.

Dr. Lim started his political carcer when he joined MCA in 1968. The following year, he
stood for election but failed to win the Pekan Baru stite seat in Perak. His firse victory
came in 1978 when he won the Jalong state seat in Perak, and since then he has contin-
ued ra be successful for all seats contested in the general elections. In the 1986 election,
he won the Beruas parliamentary seat. To date, he has mainwined his seat as Member of Parliament for Bruas.

For the next 15 years,
he cantinued o hold various offices in UMNO including treasurer from 1971 to 1984,
and vice-president from 1974 to 1981 He contested for UMNO deputy presidency
twice, in 1981 and 1984, but was defeared on both oceasions by Daruk Musa Hitam.

Ustaz Hj. Fadzil Mohd Noor is the president of Parti Islam SeMalaysia (PAS) and the
State Assemblyman for Bukir Raya. Kedah.

He was born in 1937 in Kota Sctar, Kedah. He is an islamic law graduate of Al-Azhar
University, Cairo. In the early years of his career, he was a teacher, and later a lecurer at
University Teknologi Malaysia befare joining politics.

Hj. Fadzil has been the president of PAS since 1989, Before that he was the depury-
president of che party for 7 years.

He first contesied in the 1978 general election for the Kuala Kedah parliamentary seat
and the Alor Merah state seat in Kedah, but lost an bath accassions t the BN candidates. Since then he has not been
suceessful in gaining a parliamentary sear from che BN candidates. However, for the Bukir Raya state seat in Kedah,
he was able to rerain his seat for 3 consecutive elections, 1982, 1986 and 1990, against the BN candidate.
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Tan Sri Datuk Patinggi Hj. Abdul Taib Mahmud is the president of Parti Pesaka
Bumiputra Bersatu (PBB) and the Chief Minister of Sarawak.

Currently, he is also the Srate Assemblyman for Sebandi and Member of Parliament for
Kota Samarahan, Sarawak.

Born in Miri, Sarawak in 1936, he is a law graduate from the University of Adelaide,
Australia. He served as the Crown Counsel for Sarawak for  year before venturing into
politics in 1963.

He was then appointed to the State Assembly and simultancously became State Minister
of Communications and Works. Three years later, he became che State Minister of Development and Forestry. In
1968, he was appointed to the federal level as Deputy Minister of Commerce and Indusry.

He was the vice-chairman of Parti Berjasa Sarawak in 1964, In 1972, he was elected the depury president of Parti
Bumiputra. About a year later. Parti Pesaka Bumipurra Bersaru Sarawak was formed as a result of a merger between
Party Bumiputra and Parti Pesaka, he was then made the depury president. He twok the leadership of PBB in 1981,
the same year he became the Chief Minister of Sarawak.

Among his appointments ar the federal level were, Minister of Natural Resources, Minister of Information and Special
Functions, Minister of Primary Industries, Minister of Defence, and Minister of Federal Territory which he resigned
in 1981 to contest in the by-election for Sebandi sear.

In the last 31 years, he has moved from state to parliamentary sears, being vicrorious in all the contests. He won his
first election for Samarahan Parliamentary seat in 1969 and has been successful in retaining his seat since then and he
has been the Stare Assemblyman for Sebandi (now known as Asajaya) since 1981.

INTRODUCTION

A coalition is essentially  colliboration of different polirical parties to achieve a common goal. The parties concerned
form an elecroral pact whereby they agree nor to contest as rivil candidates in a particular constimency: Instead.
constituencies are contested with the aim of maximizing the vote against their common opponent.

Coalitions are not rare in the Malaysian political scene. The federal government has been formed by a ruling coalition
since independence in 1957, Opposition partics have also been known to form coalitions in opposition to the ruling
coalition.

Currently in existence are the Barisan Nasional (ruling coalition), the Angkatan Perpaduan Ummiah and the Gagasan
Rakyat (opposition coalitions). In the past, thete have been electoral pacts between the DAP and PPP in March 1968
for the 1969 general clection, and the DAP and PRM in 1982, Also in existence were the Sabah Alliance, berween
1967 and 1976 (previously the ruling colition in Sabah) and the Barisan Rakyst (an opposition coalition formed
following the 1978 general election).

- BARISAN NASIONAL (RULING COALITION)

Barisan Nasional (BN) had its beginnings in the formation of an electoral pact benween UMNO and
MCA during the Kusals Lumpur municipal clection in 1952. In 1955, a coalition known as the Alliance
emerged with the incorporation of MIC into the pact. On June 1. 1974, BN which took the

place of the Alliance was officially registered as a political parry.

Essentially a conservative alliance of parties, BN represents the main ethnic and regional communities
of Mala and secks to build national unity from such diverse races on the basis of the official
Rukunegara.

BERJASA inirially cooperared with UMNO against PAS in the 1978 state clection. Following the
election. a state-level coalition was formed berween BERJASA and BN. In 1977, BERJASA formally
joined BN and was allocated one seat in the federal Cabinet. In July 1989, BERJASA withdrew from
BN 1o join forces with PAS and Semangat 46 in a new coalition, Angkacan Perpaduan Ummah
(APU).

4 Bersatu Rakyat Jelata Sabah (BERJAYA)
BERJAYA defeated USNO in the 1976 stace election and was lacer aceepred into the Barisan
Nasional with USNO.. In the 1985 state clection, BERJAYA lost to PBS and suffered electoral
reverses in 1986, 1t is therefore no longer a significant political force in Sabah.

5. Hizbul Muslimin
Hizbul Muslimin was a part of the Barisan Nasional in the 1986 election. In August 1989, it
withdrew from BN to join a new coalition, Angkatan Perpaduan Ummak, which already has the
support of PAS, Berjasa. and Semangat 46.

6. Parti Bersatu Sabah (PBS)
PBS entered the Barisan Nasional for a brief period during the 1990 general election. It however
pulled our of the coalition just days before the election.

ANGKATAN PERPADUAN UMMAH (OPPOSITION COALITION)

Angkatan Perpaduan Ummah (APU) scarced off s an underscanding between Parti Melayu Semangac 46, PAS, HAMIM,
and BERJASA.

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CHRONOLOGICAL HISTORY OF BARISAN NASIONAL

A pace was formed henween UMNO and MCA during the Kuala Lumpur municipal
election.

UMNO. MCA and MIC form a coalition, the Alliance party. The first election
contested as Alliance was the Federal Legislative Council of 1955, where the Alliance
won 50 out of the 51 seats.

The Alliance Party was formally registered.

During the 1969 generdl clectian, MCA temporatily withdrew from the Alliance.

This resulted in electoral reverses for the Alliance and led 1o its collapse.

The coalition was reconstituted after a period of emergency rule by the late Prime
Minister, Tun Abdul Razak. He initiated the entry of SUPP, Gerakan, PPP and PAS
into the Alliance. Such a move was an artempt to expand the Alliance to increase the
non-Malay support base and to accomodate opposition partics

Barisan Nasional as it is known today; is a broader based successor to the Alliance. It
officially registered as a political parcy-on June 1. 1974,

In August, BN wan irs first victory in the general election with more than wo-thirds
majority in Patliament,

In the general election, BN was victorious in retaining its two-third majority in
Parliament.

Dr. Mahathir became the chairman of BN following the resignation of Hussein Onn.
Anwar Ibrahim, an outspoken critic of the government and president of Angkatan
Belia Islam Malaysia. joined UMNO to be fielded as one of BN's scar candidate in the
next general election.

In February, the new UMNO was iceepted as a member of BN after the old UMNO
was de-registered follawing the High Court decision on February 4 declaring it an
unlawful society.

BN was returned to another term as the Government with two-thirds majority in
Parliament. However, it had to concede Kelantan to the cambined opposition forces in
Angkatan Perpaduan Ummah (APU).

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BY-ELECTIONS

By-elections are held as and when a state or parliamentary seat becomes vacant before the gencral elections. This may

be duc to the death, resi or expulsion of the Stite Assemblyman or Member of Parliament from the party
before the full term is served. In some instances, vacancy of seats came about for other reasons than those stated. One
example was the by-election in Bukit Payung in Terengganu in 1992, In this instance, the state seat fell vacant when
the High Court, hearing a suit initiared by a voter, declared the 1990 election in thar constituency null and void.

Since 1990, there has been 20 by-clections. Nineteen were for scate seats and one for parliamentary. In total, Barisan

Nasional was successful in 15 stare by-elections and 1 parliamencary by-election. Out of the 15 state seas, 11 seats

were replace of BN candidares while 4 rep i new sears gained over the opposition. The 4 new seats gained

by BN are Sulabayan and Usukan in Sabah (previously held by USNO). Bukit Payung in Terengganu (previously held
by PAS) and Prai in Penang (previously held by DAP).
