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Preface

Badminton is one of the most popular game in Malaysia. It was a game played in all the
states in the Peninsula and in Sabah and Sarawak before the Formation of Malaysia. In
villages, kampongs and towns throughout the country, the game was played in open air
courts. It was popular because of the small space required and comparatively low cost of
equipment needed and it attracted many participants from boys and girls in both the
urban and rural area. It was therefore not strange that newly independent state, the
Federation of Malaya, should dominate in this game in the 1940s when Sir George
Thomas donated the Thomas Cup for International Team Competition for men. In the first
International competition held in November 1948, the Federation of Malaya became the
world champion playing against participating countries at that time such as United
Kingdom, Denmark, U.S.A. and India.

In this book, Mr. Ho Ah Chon has compiled press reports and articles, and many
photographs mostly taken by himself on events concerning badminton in Sarawak occur-
ring in 1952-1964.

Mr. Ho Ah Chon was during this period personally involved with badminton in
Sarawak. He was a player and good exponent of this game. He was an active participant
in the development of this game in the state. He was Honorary Treasurer in 1952 and held
that post until he took over as Chairman of the Kuching Badminton Association and in that
capacity a Vice-President of the Sarawak Badminton Association of which the late Datuk
Teo Kui Seng was President.

Badminton fans will find much of interest in this book. It contains not only pictures of
events but also photographs of many well known players and local personalities such as
Kho Kui Leong, Ismail Hassan, Ibrahim Tambi, Lim Khiok Seng, Lau Han Choon and
many others including V.I.Ps who officiated in various events. Two well known bad-
minton Malaysian badminton players, Wong Peng Soon and Ong Poh Lim (a Sarawakian
who migrated to Malaya), who helped Malaya in winning the Thomas Cup, are also
featured in this book.

As one interested in the game, I find it of much interest and I commend it to all those
interested in the development of this game in this country.

Mr Ong Poh Lim and His Trophies

Sarawak has come into the limelight in the
last few years in the field of badminton. An
outstanding player with an international
reputation is Ong Poh Lim, the 34 year old son
of Mrs Ong Kheng Hong and the late Mr Ong
of Kuching, Sarawak. Poh Lim a student of St.
Thomas's School, Kuching, took a serious
interest in badminton only after the visit to
Kuching in 1937 of the two Singapore Cham-
pions Leow Kim Fat and Yap Chin Tee.

During 1938-1941 he was the
Singles and Doubles Champion.
beaten in the first round in the
Championship in which he took part for the
first time in 1941, butwon the Leong Sim Nam
Plate.

In June 1947 he went to Singapore to work

as well as to avail himself of every opportunity
of improving his play and was greatly assisted
by Yap Chin Tee, then considered to be a very
good badminton player of Singapore.

To crown his victories he won the triple
championship in the Singles, Doubles, Mixed
Doubles in the Singapore Badminton Associa-

tion's Open Championship Tournament,
1952.

Poh Lim is now well on the road to the
World Champion. He has on more than one
occasion beaten the present holder of the title,
Wong Peng Soon. Swiftness of movement,
stamina and a quick eye are the weapons of
Poh Lim's armoury. His action in play is often
not very grateful but in the fast play which is a
feature of high class badminton grace of
movement cannot always be maintained. His
secret weapons are crocodile service and
extremely hard smashing.

Poh Lim is very young and has before him
several years more in which to add to his
already distinguished badminton career;
more laurels than most players can ever hope
to win.

Sarawak is indeed proud of Poh Lim who
has been declared the Sportsman of the year
and will watch his progress with the greatest
interest.

In 1948 he was selected to represent the
All-Malayan Chinese Badminton team to take
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Mr. Ong Poh Lim with the Thomas Cup.

part in the Chinese Olympic in Shanghai and
was also selected to represent Malaya for the
Thomas Cup.

In his first European tour in 1949 he won
the Irish Open Singles and, with Kee Fong the
Doubles Championships.

Back in Malaya, he won in 1950 the All
Malayan Doubles Championship, with Ismail
bin Marjan and won also the Singapore
Doubles and Mixed Doubles.

His second European tour in 1951 resulted
in him winning the French Open Singles and
Doubles Championships and the Danish
Open Championship. He was also the runner
up both in Singles and Doubles of the all
England Chamionships. Played in Surrey he
won the Open Doubles Championship with
Ismail bin Marjan. In the same year he won
the open Doubles and Mixed Doubles
Championships in Singapore.

The 1952 Thomas Cup Championships are
still recent history and the yeoman services of
Poh Lim were to a large measure responsible
for the retention of the Cup in Malaya for the
second year in succession. Besides winning
all the matches, both Singles and Doubles, it
was left to Poh Lim to score the winning point
which gave Malaya the victory!

Following his brilliant success in the
Thomas Cup tournament in Singapore, Poh
Lim with Ismail bin Marjan went on to confirm
their claim to Malaya's top double pair in the
final of the International tournament played
in Kuala Lumpur.

He won also the handsome Brands
Challenge trophy for Singles and shared the
trophy for the doubles with Ismail bin Marjan
in the Singapore Badminton Association's
open invitation tournament at the new
Singapore Badminton hall.

CHANGE OF CONSTITUTION

K.B.A. TEAM
To Visit Simanggang

Some changes in the constitution of the
Kuching Badminton Association were
effected following a general meeting held last
Saturday in the premises of Messr. The
Sarawak Steamship Co. Ltd., Hun Yeang
Street. The meeting was presided over by the
Presiden, Mr Teo Kui Seng.

In an interview with the Tribune yesterday
the Hon. Secretary, Mr Lau Han choon said
that under the amended rules, much of which
were being brought in line with the rules and
constitution of the Singapore Badminton
Association, there would be two Vice Presi-
dents instead of the former number of four.
The number of committee members was
reduced from seven to five while the status of
Superintendent and Assistant
Superintendent was abolished to be replaced
by the Board of Referees. The amendment are
subject to the approval of the Registrar of
Societies.

The office bearers for 1953 are as follows:-
President: Mr Teo Kui Seng; Vice Presidents:
Mr Tan Kui Choon, Mr C.B. Horn; Hon.
Secretary: Mr Lau Han Choon; Hon.
Treasurer: Mr Ho Ah Chon; Asst. Hon.
Secretary: Mr Chan Swee Keng; Committee
Members: Messrs. A.R. Snelus, Michael
Chen, Satem bin Sulong, Ong Kee Pheng and
Pitani.

The general meeting also confirmed the
visit of Ong Poh Lim and party to take place
early in April.

Itis learned from Mr Lau that an invitation
has been extended by the Resident, Second
Division, Mr A.F.R. Griffin through Mr A.R.
Snelus, to the Association to send a team to
tour Simanggang during the Easter holidays.
Mr Lau is to head a party of seven (subject to
leave being granted him) and will leave
Kuching in the "La Fe" next Thursday,
returning on Monday. Members of this party
will be chosen on the merits of the last tourna-
ment held here. Should there be inadequate
response the Secretary has been empowered
to use his discretion.

A recent report said that Sibu is sending a
team to participate in the Coronation Inter-
Division competition here and Simanggang
may send an all-Second Diviion team on this
occasion.

On Monday evening the Kuching Bad-
minton Association held their Committee
Meeting, under the Chairmanship of Mr Teo
Kui Seng, in which discussion took place on
the syste to be used on the forth-coming
Coronation Inter-Station Badminton Compe-
tition. The sytem, either knock-out or league,
shall be decided later when all the out-
stations' representatives have arrived in
Kuching.

In the meantime it was also decided to
hold a contest among the Kuching players to
select the best to represent this town. Those
entering for the Singles event will be 8
persons, namely - Kho Kui Leong, Ibrahim
Tambi, Michael Chen, Pitani bin Man an, Lim
Khiok Seng, Ho Ah Chon, Richard Chan Swee
Kheng and Awang Ali; and for the Doubles
are — MichaeL Chen and Pitani, Tan Choon
Huat and Wee Bok Hee, Lau Han Choon and
Kho Kui Leong, Ibrahim Tambi and Awang
Ali. The team for Kuching shall consist of 3
Singles players and 4 Doubles players.

The large, handsome silver cup (see Sat.
Pictorial Supplement), which is stated to
measure over two feet high, and the
medallions, al made by Messrs. Winton's of
Singapore, have arrived here by the Rajah
Brooke specially for this competition.

Concerning the venue of play the KBA
officials are now discussing with the manage-
ment of the Happy World for their Stadium to
be used, but should this not be possible an
alternative place would probably be the flat
ground in front of the Nighttingale Cafe.

In an interview with the Tribune, the Hon.
Secretary of the Association, Mr Law Han
Choon said: "It is the aim of the Association
that appeals for donation from supporter
should be curtailed as far as possible and that
while a tournament involves certain expense,
it was thought that the Happy World Stadium
would enable the Association to run a tourna-
ment and pay its way out of the gate
collections.

"The stadium was originally expected to
be available at the end of last April. On that
supposition arrangements were then made
for the visit of Mr Ong Poh Lim and party. But
as it transpired, the stadium was not available
and although now completed, certain require-
ments have not been met with and therefore,
any hope of it being availabe thi year is ruled
out."

On a survey of other suitable venues, the
Maderasah Melayu Hall is only available for
not more than one week end. Due to other
places being unavailable, the Management
Committee have decided not to proceed with
any tournament for 1953.

He gave thanks to the Happy
World for allowing the Tournament to be held
at their Stadium and all those who have given
their assistance to make this year's games a
success.

Then Mr A. R. Snelus was called upon to
speak to the gathering. Congratulating the
players of all stations for their spirited display
and the trouble and expenses they had gone
through to participate in the Tournament Mr.
Snelus declared that he had enjoyed very
much to see the tough displays especially the
match between Simanggang and Sibu for the
Semi-final in which Stephen Liew and Wee
Guan Chai fought a mighty battle.

Mr Snelus then presented the Coronation
Cup to the Captain of Kuching's Team, Mr
Chan Khiok Hian, and after that he gave away
the medals to all the players in the Fianl of
both sides. Mr Lan Han Choon called for 3
cheers for Mr Snelus which were respon'ded
to heartily by the crowd.

Choon defeated Ibrahim and Awg. Ah Bohan
after playing three sets.

By this
win he will meet Lim Khiok Seng in the Finals
of the Open Singles.

After a thrilling see-saw battle in the first
set Ibrahim Tambi conceded a walk over to
Lim Khiok Seng in the second set. It was a
very close fight after deuce was called in the
first set but Ibrahim considered it wise to give
up as he was rather exhausted after strugg-
ling so hard in the first set, which he lost by
15-17. Youth, stamina and masterful strokes
won the match for Lim.



The two Junior Doubles matches proved
no less exciting than the Singles; and both
Semi-final matches were taken to 3 sets each.
Chua Leong Ann and Chong Siew Ming won
over Kong Fen Khiong and Kong Yun Chong
by 15-8, 6-15, 15-12 mainly through steadi-
ness and powerful smashes. After the rubber
set it could be anyone's game, but hard
smashes by the young Chua Leong Ann
coupled with steady net-plays by his partner,
Siew Ming, wore their opponents down.
Every point in this set was grimly fought for
without any quarter being given or asked for.

The next Junior Doubles Semi-final that
evening between Kang Chin Huat and Lim
Ung Hui and Chan Ah Leng and Wee Chiew
Hoon was one of the hardest fought for battles
seen in this year's badminton competitions.

The air reached electrifying pitch as the
last set was fought for point by point and inch
byinch. Neither pair cared to concede a single
service.

In fact the two Junior Doubles pairs were
evenly matched with Chan Ah Leng and Wee
Chiew Hoon a slight shade better because of
their steadiness.. Ah Leng's beautiful back

hand lobs were counter-balanced by the left-
handed and fast returns of Chin Huat on the
opposite court. But £hin Huat and Ung Hui
lostin the last set because of carelessness and
wrong anticipation. Chiew Hoon's cross-court
smashes also aided his partner, Ah Leng, to
clinch the match. The close struggles be-
tween these two pairs could be seen from the
points:- 15-10, 14-18, 11-15, the match went
to Chan Ah Leng and Wee Chiew Hoon.
The 'rubber' set was most exciting to
watch as Ah Leng and Chiew Hoon extended
themselves all-out to catch up for arrears until
deuce was called. Then by tactical net rallies
they went on to win the set. Securing a few
points in the early services of the decisive
third set they were fought to a standstill by
their opponents. At this stage every single
point was bitterly strived for, as services
changed hands every few seconds. Then Chin
Huat and Ung Hui lost themselves into an
erratic spell in which they lost many points
when either of them hit into the net. These
careless points were most vital in the last mi-
nutes and owing to them they lost the match.

KUCHING BADMINTON DOUBLES DECIDED

The two Doubles Finals matches for the
Junior and Open titles in the Badminton
Tournament for this year, sponsored and
organised by the Kuching Badminton
Association were decided on Tuesday at the
Happy World Stadium.

The crowd that evening was dis-
appointingly small, but al those who watched
the keen struggles of the players were
rewarded with a thrilling time.

In the first Junior Doubles match of the
evening Chan Ah Leng pairing Wee Chew
Hoon rallied strongly in the rubber set to in
the title for this year. They managed to beat a
strong pair, Chua Leong Ann and Chong Siew
Ming, by4-15,18-14 and 15-12 in 41 minutes.

The other title, Open Doubles, was won by
Arshad and Pitani against such valiant
fighters as Chan Khiok Hian and Lau Ah
Choon, in two sets.

The Doubles was decided in 37 minutes
and the score, 15-7, 18-15, did not show the
hard struggles between the two pairs.

3 minutes after the start of the Junior
Doubles both sides ran into a series of wood-
shots, but Chua Leong Ann and Chong Siew
Ming, being the steadier, forged ahead to win
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3 poins. As more mistakes were committed by
their opponents, Chan Ah Leng and Wee
Chiew Hoon, they again gained another 3
points.

Inspite of this Ah Leng and Chiew Hoon
exerted all they could and gained only 4
points as their opponents ran off with another
5 points after another 5 minutes. At this stage
Leong Ann and Siew Ming brought into play
their hard smashes which gave them the set at
15-4.

The first set took only 10 minutes. Serving
first Leong Ann and Siew Ming took 2 points
in the second set before services changed
hands. As Ah Leng and Chiew Hoon failed to
convert their services their opponents
extended them and gained another 2 points.

The services again changed hands and
this time Ah Leng and Chiew fought
determinedly to get 2 points, but a pretty
drop-net shot by Leong Ann scored another
point.

Now came the bitter struggle as Ah Leng
and Chiew Hoon put all they had into play
and secured 2 more points. At this phase
Leong Ann either smashed out or netted thus
causing the score to be even now 6-6.



With clever placings and cross-court
smashes Leong Ann and Siew Ming got an-
other 2 points, but after a miscalculation of a
shot which dropped on the baseline the
services now changed hands.

This time Ah Leng and Chiew Hoon made
no mistake. Calmly and forcefully they gained
another 3 points, which showed the score to
be 9-8 in their favour.

After the change over Leong Ann and
Siew Ming took another point to even the
score again, which was now 9-9. Then
pressing with powerful smashes Chiew Hoon
gained another point for his side bu that was
evened when Ah Leng smashed out in the
changeover. This made the score 11-11.

When his side had gained another point
Ah Leng fell under the net and services
changed hands. Leong Ann and Siew Ming
then attempted to smash their way out they
met still resistance from Chiew Hoon who
made many wonderful retrieving shots. Any-
way Leong Ann and Siew Ming were now
ahead at 13-12. Then Leong Ann made a
woodshot and caused the point to even to
13-13.

At this decisive phase the game was
closely watched as Ah Leng and Chiew Hoon
smashed and placed accurately to take
necessary S points to win the set at 18-14.

Commencing strongly in the rubber set Ah
Leng and Chiew Hoon secured 4 points in a
row before services changed hands.
Combining beautifully Leong Ann and Siew
Ming, however, gained 2 points when Chiew
Hoon's smashes either went out or netted.

Then both sides made strong rallies and in
the struggle Ah Leng and Chiew Hoong
forged ahead to take 4 more points while their
opponents got another point only.

At this stage Leong Ann and Siew Ming
rallied again and scored 7 points to make the
score 11-8 in their favour.
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Some mistakes were made by Chiew
Hoon and in the desperate rallies by both
sides the points crept to 11-11.

The situation appeared to be tense at this
phase and owing to their calmness Ah Leng
and Chiew gained 2 more points when their
opponents defaulted and their smashes went
wide.

Governor Presents Prizes in Exciting Finals

At the conclusion of the Finals of the
Kuching Badminton Tournament for this year,
sponsored by the Kuching Badminton
Association, on Saturday night at about 10.10
p.m. H.E. The Governor graciously gave away
the prizes to the winners of the various events.

After the distribution of prizes three
rousing cheers were given to H.E. by the large
gathering which numbered not less than
1,000.

The largest crowd ever seen in local bad-
minton tourneys watched with much excite-
ment and keen interest the tough duels
among local badminton champions, some of
whom displayed first-class strokes and cham-
pion tactics. The Happy World Stadium, in
which the games were held, resounded with
loud cheers and hand-claps.

The first match that evening was the Open
Singles Final between Kho Kui Leong and
Lim Khiok Seng, in which the latter
triumphed by 15-6, 7-15 and 7-15, in a grim
battle that lasted 17 minutes.

James Wai vanquished Chan Ah Leng in
the second match of the evening, Junior
Singles Final, by 15-5, 9-15, and 15-10 in a
great tug-of-war tussle for 46 minutes.

Finally in the Mixed Doubles match, be-
tween Kho Kui Leong and Miss Wee Chai
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Siok on one side and Pitani bin Manan and
Miss Rose Linang on the other, the former
mixed pair won after a keen fight which was
extended also to 3 sets. Kho and Miss Wee
won by 11-15, 15-6, 15-6 in 33 minutes.

THE PLAYS IN BRIEF

The tough fighter, Lim Khiok Seng, un-
expectedly mastered the much fancied Kho
Kui Leong in the rubber set by chaning his
tactics of half-cour platings to near-net plays.
Feeling rather out of form Kho could do
nothing right in the second and rubber sets
and thus he lost the game. Both of them
belong to the same party — Ding Ding Bad-
minton Party and if combined would be quite
formidable and hard to beat.

By placing carefully Lim began by running
away with 3 loves, but Kho adopted same
tactics with a powerful cross-court smash and
not even. Then as Lim became erratic at this
point Kho went on to add 2 more points
making the score 5-3 in his favour.

After exchanges of services Kho again
raced ahead and added 5 more points to his
score. He made a beautiful net placing when
Lim failed to return.

Fighting back fiercely Lim gained 3 more
points by diagonal smashes and platings
which put them beyond the reach of Kho.



Then Lim again ran into mistakes and
smashed out or into the net, allowing Kho to
collect the points to win the set 15-6.

In the second set Kho served first and
netted which was followed by another patch
of mistakes, Lim scored 2 points. After Kho
secured a point when Lim put into the net Lim
changed his tactics and went on to take 3
more points.

The wonderful rallies by Lim thrilled the
crowd. Services changed hands several times
before Lim got another 2 points by a smash.

Serving first Lim gained 3 points in succes-
sion when Kho either put out or into the net
Kho then brought his smashes into play and
with careful platings he evened the points of
3-3.

This was followed by a wonderful net shot
by Lim which skimmed the net and toppled
overleaving Kho standing. Now Lim changed
his tactics to diagonal net-plays which caught
Kho on the wrong foot every time. By doing
these Lim forged ahead to 9-3 in his favour,
before he was stopped.

Through a powerful smash Kho gained
another point and then Tim netted, adding
another point, making the score 9-5 with Lim
still on top.

Lim now increased his lead by a smash
and platings and Kho made a woodshot also
thus marking the score 12-5. Finally after Kho
had gained 2 more points by smashes Lim
went onto win with clever platings by 15-7.
Lim thus became the Open Singles Champion
for 1954 by winning 2-1.

The next match — Junior Singles Finals —
was a harder fought game than the first
match; and the duels between the two evenly
matched players, James Wei and Chan Ah
Leng, turned into a tug of war in the last two
sets. Sometimes services changed hands
several times before a score was made.

Using his exquisite near-net drops James
Wei scored 2 points before Chan could catch
up. Then James brought in some diagonal
smashes into play and increased his lead to
7-2.

Chan, however, was quite steady and by
placing a shot carefully he got another point,
which was increased by backhand smashes to
4-8 in favour of James.

Once more James applied his smashing
power and gained a point. But Chan tried his
best to return whatever was put on him. His
retrieving prowess at this phase was wonder-
ful to watch. Unfortunately he ran into a patch
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of mistakes when he netted and lobbed out
thus causing his opponent's score to mount to
11-5.

James clinched the set by using pretty
near-net drops which stopped Chn
altogether. James won the by 15-5.

At the first few minutes from the start of
the second set James made several mistakes
when he either smashed out or netted causing
him to lose 4 loves to Chan.

After gaining only 2 points James again
played erratically and Chan scored repeated-
ly to make the score 7-2, which was increased
to 14-6 in similar fashion.

Services at this stage changed hands
several times. James rallied strongly by some
pretty net-drops and gained 3 more points.
After that Chan allowed him no respite and
went on to take the set by 15-9.

Repeating similarly Chan scored a string
of 4 points before James caught him in the
rubber set. Chan increased his points to 9-4 in
his favour. But James fought back vigorously
at this phase with several hard smashes and
clever platings which left Chan standing. The
score was not 9 all.

Services changed hands many times
before another point was scored by either. A
backhand smash by Chan was disallowed,
and James gained a point by anet-drop which
Chan failed to return.

At the final stage James put more efforts
into his returns, and due to some wrong
anticipations by Chan, James went on to win
the set and the match as well by 15-10.

The Mixed Doubles Final was altogether a
different affair to the other two Finals. There
was some humorous sequences as the ladies
failed to return even a simple shot.

Kho Kui Leong and Miss Wee Chai Siok
defeated Pitani and Miss Rose Linang solely
through the strong and tactical play of Kho.
Though Miss Wee made many mistakes at the
beginning she made amend with some
wonderful perpendicular smashes at the
rubber which confused and in the end van-
quished their opponents. Miss Rose Linang
should be credited with a good service but she
was nervous at the end.

Kho Kui Leong and Pitani were strong
pillars for those ladies tolean upon. With more
practice and plays in public these young girls
should make the grade.

Pitani and Miss Rose won comfortably in
the first set as Miss Wee made many wood-
shots and Pitani smashed and placed cleverly



to outwit Kho: The result was 15-11.

The position of play was reversed as Kho
and Miss Wee improved considerably when
they smashed and lobbed and placed beauti-
fully to win the set at 15-6.

In the rubber set Kho and Miss Wee se-
cured a string of 5 loves at the start before
their opponents could get a point. But Pitani
putin some hard smashing and platings to get
4 points with help of Miss Rose.

Smashing powerfully Kho and Miss Wee
forged ahead to gain another 3 points. Then
the two pairs changed sides. After that Kho
and Miss Wee again brought in 2 more points
with pretty net plays. Pitani got one point or
his side with a beautiful drop which caught
Miss Wee on the wrong foot.

But Kho and Miss Wee combined very well
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at this stage and they lobbed and smashed in
wonderful synchronisation that left practical-
ly no chance to their opponents. Miss Wee
hook-smashed two nice shots and secured
two points for her side. The crowd roared with
appreciation. At this stage Miss Rose seemed
to be nervous and she failed to return some
simple shots, which Pitani could not get with
his left hand.

When the score reached 14-5, the game
point, excitement reached its highest point.
But Pitani and Miss Rose fought back
stubbornly; and they scored another point
when Kho smashed on the ground.

When services changed hands for the last
time Pitani made a final mistake and put the
shuttlecock into the net thus giving set and
match to Kho and Miss Wee at 15-6.

Watched by a huge crowd of not less than 2,000
including distinguished guests headed by the Gov-
ernor, Sir Anthony Abell, Sir Marshal, Sir Francis
and Lady Fressanges, Kuching easily beat Sibu by
4 matches to one in the Final of the Inter-Station
Badminton Tournament on Monday night at the
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Happy World Stadium to retain the Coronation
Cup for the third year in succession.

The first Singles match between Kho Kui Leong
of Kuching and Lim Ung Hui of Sibu commenced at
about 9.10 p.m. and after a few minutes of ex-
changes it was evident that Lim could not with-
stand the skilful placings and cross-court smashes
of Kho, who took the first set comfortably without
conceding a single point. The second set was
almost a repetition of the first except that Lim suc-
ceeded to his credit in seeming 3 points from the
local Champion.

In the second Singles Lim Khiok Seng, the
Kuching slice specialist and runner-up of local
Opens Championship this year, also had an easy
passage over his Sibu opponent, Leong Tong Soon,
whom he defeated by 15-3,15-6. Similar to Kho Kui
Leong, Lim also made his opponent run about the
court.

Quite unexpectedly in the third Singles Sim
Leng Siew, who partnered Lim Khiok Seng to win
the Kuching Doubles Championship this year,
prayed superbly and accurately to beat Kuang Ik
Ung of Sibu by 15-2, 15-6.

By winning this match
Kuching will thus keep the Cup here for another
year.

(Sibu). Had Hassan won this match Sibu would
have won the Cup. Hassan is no stranger in
Kuching having won many titles to his credit when
he was here some years back before he was trans-
ferred to outstation. He still had the quality, strokes
and plenty of tricks but stamina was giving him
away. He won the first set at 15-6. Chew Ee Tiong
avenged his defeat and took the second set at 15-8.
Hassan inspite of rallying hard at Chew Ee Tiong
fought a losing battle. Chew won the set and the
match for Kuching at 15-8 in the rubber set.

Kuang Ik Ung & Ling Tong Soon (Sibu) part-
nered very well in the first Doubles against Pitani
bin Manan and Michael Hon. They were Un-
doubtedly the better pair. They won at 16-8, 15-8.

Matnor and Abang Drahman Junior Doubles Champ

The Kuching Basketball Stadium (the
former Happy World Stadium where the
Open Badminton Tournament was held) was
the scene last Monday night of keenly con-
tested finals that provided local badminton
fans a spectacle to be long remembered and
where in heated tussles that lasted for three
horn's, Matnor and Abang Drahman clinched
the 1958 Junior Doubles Champions; Tan
Choon Huat became the Veteran Singles
Champion; Miss Shirley Sim and Pitani
Manan the Mixed Doubles and Miss Thelma
Baird and Miss Mary Ong the Ladies Doubles
Champions of 1958.

Number of spectators who turned up to
watch the matches had not been as many as
expected.

The Junior Doubles played between Mat-
nor partnered by Abang Drahman and Yen
Boon Siew partnered by Yet Ming Yu fea-
tured the highlight of the night's game and to
the first pair's credit they drew roaring ap-
plause from the onlookers when Drahman
smashed an incredulously powerful and
down-right shuttle in the rubber set to finish
the duel by 15-6 and hence claimed for them-
selves the 1958 Junior Doubles Champions
title.

JUNIOR DOUBLES:

Matnor and Abang Drahman beat Yen
Boon Siew and Yet Ming Yu 15-9, 5-15, 15-6.

Matnor took the first service in the first set
and after a good rally and several changes of
service Boon Siew scored the first point by a
clear cut which drove Drahman into error and
from 1-0 Boon Siew and Ming Yuled onto2-1
before Drahman smashed to the base to take
the service.

Matnor and Drahman played on con-
fidently and cautiously to level at 2-2 and soon
to lead by 3-2, 4-2 until change of service
when Matnor failed to pick up a lob near the
sideline and again by the same mistake of
Matnor, Ming Yu managed to score one point
making it 3-4. However, Matnor and
Drahman kept on rallying and took the
service soon; from 4-3, they led on to 5-3;
there was then a tough fight displayed by both
sides and after some dramatic and shock-
filled seconds Ming Yu and Boon Siew, by
tactics of lobs, smashes and clears, managed

to level 5-5 for the second time and even took
the lead for the first time by 6-5 when Ming Yu
served a right centre shuttle which Drahman
made no attempt to return.

In the 5th minute Drahman and Matnor
levelled at 7-7 and soon 8-8. After five
changes of service Drahman smashed and got
it to lead 9-8 and he smashed again to widen
the gap 10-9. Matnor and Drahman stretched
the set in a service by 15-9 in 15 minutes.

From the start of the second set Boon Siew
and Ming Yu were in a better form while
Drahman and Matnor appeared rattled. The
former pair took the lead 4-0 in three minutes
before Ming Yu struck the wood to lose one
point. After some changes of service, Boon
Siew and his partner, playing more actively—'
smashing, clearing, lobbing and tapping
wonderfully and beautifully — were leading
4-1to7-1, 7-3, 8-3, 8-5, 9-5, 11-5, 12-5, 13-5.
Boon Siew and Ming Yu were determined for
a rubber set while Matnor and Drahman ral-
lied desperately. A woodshot by Drahman
gave Boon Siew and partner the match point
and one of many Matnor's faults in this set
when he failed to return a smash by Ming Yu
announced the inevitable rubber set.

Boon Siew and Ming Yu played deter-
minedly well to win this set by 15-5 which also
lasted for 15 minutes.

Tension mounted. Who would enjoy the
prestige of sitting on the laurels of the 1958
Junior Doubles Champions. Matnor and
Drahman of course — their tremendously
powerful smashing, Drahman in particular,
their persistence and patience, their quick-
ness and ever-readiness for any attack in
addition to some lucky but lovely taps easily
outplayed their exhausted and desperate
opponents.

Boon Siew took the first service in the rub-
ber but unfortunately the shuttle was hit wide
and a change of service saw Matnor and part-
ner leading by 1-0,2-0 but they were stopped
in their tracks when Drahman hit wide; and
another wood shot made by Matnor put the
result as 1-2 with Drahman and Matnor lead-
ing by a narrow margin. Drahman and his
partner kept on rallying and there was a good
spell in which they widened the gap fast yet
steadily, 3-2, 4-2, 5-2- 6-2, 7-2. The strokes
which were ostensibly seen in the second set



had gone. But, no! Theyrallied, they smashed
and they drew nearer to 6-7 before they lost
the service.

A change at side of 8-6 speeded Matnor
and Rahman to their victory. They led from
8-6, t0 9-6,10-6,11-6 and after two changes of
service Matnor and his partner stretched the
set in a service to win their hard fought but
well deserved victory by 15-6. Junior Doubles
Champions, 1958 - Matnor and Drahman —
roaring applause from the spectators and big
smiles creased their faces as they stepped out
of the court.

VETERAN SINGLES:

Tan Choon Huat beat Mathew Hon 15-6,
14-17, 15-4.

Tan Choon Huat, 1958 Veteran Champion
and Mathew Hon the Runner-up retained
their former titles respectively after a 36
minutes 'life and death" duel in which
Michael was outclassed by his opponent, not
so much in superior skill but rather by the
latter's staying power, persistence and en-
durance.

Tan took the first setin 11 minutes by 15-6,
while Hon forced him to go into the rubber set
by stretching three points in a most thrilling
and fast deuce 17-14. The set lasted 18
minutes.

Resumption of the rubber set saw Hon ex-
hausted and totally beaten by his opponent's
fast, chopping yet accurate smashing. It took
only 7 minutes to finish the set 15-4.

LADIES DOUBLES:

Thelma Baird and Mary Ong beat Jeanne
Sim and Alice in straight set 15-6, 15-9.
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Thelma and Mary showed themselves a
much better pair by every means. Super bad-
minton was now and again played by them to
the cheers of the spectators. Thelma, whose
clever and tricky drops and clears, coupled
with Mary's fast and powerful smashing
drove their opponents into rattles and errors
round the court. There was alack of combina-
tion in Jeanne and Alice, runners-up of the
Ladies Doubles last year. In the two sets
Thelma and her partner took the lead
throughout to claim their victory.

MIXED DOUBLES:

Shirley Sim and Pitani Manan beat Wee
Chai Siok and Kho Kui Leong 12-15, 15-4,
15-10.

The defeat of Kui Leong and Chai Siok
(the 1957 Mixed Doubles Champions), was
very obviously due to the fact that too much
had to rely on Kui Leong and that Pitani's
smashing proved vitally effective and inde-
fensible. Shirley, nevertheless, partnered
Pitani well though she lost many careless ser-
vices. She was active and ever ready for Kui
Leong's lobs and smashes which were mostly
directed to her.

Finals End S.B.A. Tournament Five
Titles Retained

Lim Khiok Seng, the current Badminton
Singles Champion, once again proved his
superiority over all local badminton talents to
retain his title, when he beat an equally
tought opponent, Kho Kui Leong, in straight
sets in the Men's Singles Final of Open Bad-
minton Tournament played off at the Kuching
Basketball Stadium, Padungan, last Tuesday
night.

Nearly two thousand fans packed the sta-
dium to watch five finals which began with
the Veteran Doubles Championship match.

Certainly the most thrilling final of the
evening was the battle between Lim Khiok
Seng and Kho Kui Leong for the Singles
Championship where Lim Khiok Seng's
steadiness, clear cuts and court craft clearly
registered well against the powerful smash-
ing of his opponent who was rather erratic at
times. Khiok Seng's absolute calm, persis-
tence and superior skill totally ran down Kui
Leong to exhaustion in straight sets of 15-9,
15-12.
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Kui Leong was ahead of Khiok Seng in the
first set when he took the first service and lead
on from 1-0 to 4-0 before Khiok Seng could
take a stand and smash to gain a service.

A faulty return by Kui Leong gave Khiok
Seng the first point with Kui Leong leading
steadily on. Khiok Seng's brilliant court craft
kept Kui Leong running round the court but
Kui Leong however managed to stop Khiok
Seng from getting another point with the ser-
vice. Khiok Seng in turn killed Kui Leong's
service and the change gave Khiok Seng two
points in a row to narrow the margin by 3-4.

Then Kui Leong once again displayed his
accurate and piercing smashes to take over
service and lead on to 8-3 before he was
stopped in his tracks by Khiok Seng. From 3-8
Khiok Seng marched on to 8-8. A change of
service gave Kui Leong another point and that
was as far as he could go in the first set, for
Khiok Seng levelled at 9-9 and after four
changes of service went on to win the set by
159 in 11 minutes.



Although showing strains of the first setin
which he was toyed about by Khiok Seng, Kui
Leong put up a magnificent performance in
the second set in that with his chopping
smashes and tricky returns he managed to
take the lead by 2-0, 3-1, 4-1, 5-2 and 8-5
before Khiok Seng could really master the
situations. With his masterly display of lobs
and cuts, Khiok Seng took one point after
anothertolevelat 8-8 and then tolead to 10-8.
A vital smash to the right base line gave Kui
Leong the change to level 10-10.

Tension then mounted. Both players
played steadily and marched forward inch by
inch with Khiok Seng working Kui Leong out
with his court craft. From 10-10 Khiok Seng
went on to 13-10. Two wood shots by Khiok
Seng put Kui Leong up to 12-13 before the
change of service. Khiok Seng gained to
points with the change before Kui Leong re-
covered it at 12-14. But Kui Leong who was
apparently well worked out by Khiok Seng

was showing signs of desperation and ex-
haustion that he made no attempt to receive
Khiok Seng's service towards the end of the
gruesome fight of court craft, skill and sta-
mina in 23 minutes.

TEAM LINE-UP

SIM HIOK KHENG, 19, has been playing
badminton for nearly three years and during
this time acquitted himself well. He won the
Junior Singles title in 1957 as well as the Dou-
bles in partnership with Richard Leong with
whom he has been playing together during
their school days at St. Thomas's. They also
won the Doubles title in the Kuching Youth
Club Badminton Competition in 1958 but
were runners-up in the SBA Open Doubles
Championships this year.

RICHARD LEONG, 19, an old scholar of St.
Thomas's is full of determination and can
adapt himself well in both singles and doubles
events. He was runner-up to Sim Hiok Kheng
in the Junior Singles in 1957 Championships.

LIM EE CHIAT, 17, has never looked back
since he took up the game seriously in 1956.

As North Borneo's captain Sim Poh Lim
handed over the 'Cup of Friendship' to
Sarawak's captain, Sim Hok Kheng, on behalf
of the North Borneo Badminton Association, a
spontaneous wave of cheer greeted this
NBBA sporting geture.

Potential Thomas Cuppers

On the playitself, Sarawak has a team that
can be moulded into a potential Thomas Cup
side. These 16 and 17 year olds from Kuching,
given proper coaching and handling, should
be good enough to participate in the Asian
Badminton Confederation championships for
the Tunku Abdul Rahman cup this year and in
the Thomas Cup competition in 1961.

North Borneo's champions were defeated
but not disgraced. And certainly not badly
shaken and disconcerted at their six-three
set-back. Any talk of their lack of fighting
spirit is not only irritating but utter bumkum.

Formidable Strokes

The North Borneo players have thorough-
ly picked up one or two finer points of the
game from their youthful conquerors from
Kuching — the deadly winning smash and
strong backhand flicks, from the backcourt.
These two formidable strokes, the Colony's
shuttle-chasers must develop in order to be
good badminton players.
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In the return encounter to be player either
at Jesselton or Sandakan or at Kuching in
August this year following the second Colony
wide Badminton Championships, it is
confidently expected that North Borneo's
representatives will give a better account of
themselves.

Crowd Cheered

During the first night, the Sarawakians
were putting on displays of top-class badmin-
ton unequalled in North Borneo at the mo-
ment. And when Sarawak took a substantial
three-one lead at the end of the first night's
play, the crowd cheered for the North Bor-
neans when Gilbert Chung, 3rd Singles,
narrowed the gap to four-three in favour of
Sarawak. It could have been the turning point
of the series had the Colony Doubles cham-
pions Sim Poh Lim and Lai Wui Ming beaten
the Sarawak pair in the first doubles to level
the count at four-four.

It was a toss-up in the third set when scores
were deadlocked at 7-7, 9-9,10-10 before the
Sarawakians reeled off the remaining five
points in a row to make victory certain for
Sarawak. During their stay here in the capital,
the visitors were feted to receptions given in
their honour by the North Borneo Badminton
Association. There were toasts of friendship
and greetings all round.

Because of the expense to be incurred, the
tournament had to be called off and it was
hoped that more reponse would be received
next year, said Mr. Tan.

Mr. Tan also gave credit to Miss Thelma
Baird, a Past President of the SBA, for' 'paving
the way" for such a visit.

Although the visit was more of a friendly
nature, Mr. Tan hoped that the young players
would acquit themselves well for preparation
of future inter-territorial competitions with
the experience gained from such visit.

Doubles in Sibu.

Lim Swee Yang aged 19, a student of St.
Joseph's Kuching is the baby of the team; a
very outstanding and stylish player, is the
1961 K.B.A. Open Doubles from Urn Khiok
Seng and Sim Liang Siew

Sim Liang Siew of P.W.D. Kuching, is one
of the most consistent players; outstanding in
singes as well as doubles and partnering Lim
Khiok Seng won the 1961 Sarawak National
Open Doubles; was Doubles champion also in
1957, 1958 and 1960.

Hamdan bin Hamid a Malay, is one of the
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star players from Sibu; an outstanding singles
player; represented Sibu in the inter-station
tournaments since 1954; fared prominently in
the recent trials.

Sim Hiok Kheng a very promising player
from Kuching, a very useful player but excels
in double; his deadly smash a tremendous
asset; represented Kuching in the 1959, 1960
inter-colony tournaments against North Bor-
neo, paired with Lim Swee Yang won the 1961
K.B.A. Open Doubles.

Ho Ah Chon the team's manager, is well
is the
K.B.A. President; was a very active player;

known as all badminton enthusaist;

was captain of Arrow BP which won the team
championship in 1957 and also led Kuching
team to victory in the inter-station tour-
nament; in the same year accompanied Wong
Peng Soon, the former world's champion to
Brunei, Jesselon and Sandakan playing
exhibition matches; as a player was noted for
his great fighting spirit and stamina.

James Wei the non-playing captain is the
K.B.A. honorary Secretary; a very keen player
and an active official; ed Combined Works
teams which won the 1961 K.B.A. Junior Lea-
gue and were runners-up in the Senior Lea-
gue.
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CONSTITUTION OF THE ASIAN BADMINTON
CONFEDERATION

Name

The Confederation shall be known as the
"ASTAN BADMINTON
CONFEDERATION", hereinafter referred to as
the Confederation.

Objects

The principles and objects of the Confederation
are:-

(a) To promote and safeguard the interests of bad-
minton in Asia;

(b)To promote and manage Badminton
Championship Tournaments in Asia excluding
National Championships, and to make regula-
tions therefore;

(c) To uphold the Laws of Badminton as at present
adopted by the International Badminton
Federation and to make recommendation for
such alterations and additions thereto as may
appear necessary or desirable;

(d) To strengthen the bonds of friendship between
the existing National Organisations in Asia,
and to encourage the formation of new Na-
tional Organisations;

(e) To uphold the principles on which the Con-
federation is founded to take such measures as
may appear expedient for advancing the in-
terests of badminton, and generally to do all
such things as are incidential or conducive to
the above objects or anyof them.

Constitution

The confederation shall consist of affiliated Na-
tional Badminton Organisations or Associations
of countries in Asia which are affiliated to the
International Badminton Federation and which
are signatory or which may hereinafter become
signatory, to these rules, and which adhere to the
rules and constitution of the confederation. Such
Associations and Organisations are hereinafter
referred to as "National Organisations".

Language

The official language of the Confederation shall
be English for the time being or a language known
to the majority of the Confederation.

Administration

The Confederation shall be governed by a Council
in General Meeting assembled (hereinafter re-
ferred to as the Council), consisting of the follow-
ing members:-

(a)Elected members, comprising:-

(1)a President,

(2) three Vice-Presidents,
(3)an Honorary Secretary,
(4)an Honorary Treasurer
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(b)Nominated members, comprising one delegate
from each affiliated National Organisation.

The President, Vice-Presidents, Hon. Secretary
and Hon. Treasurer shall retire bi-enially, but
shall be eligible for re-election. They shall assume
office immediately after the conclusion of the bi-
ennial General Meeting of the Council at which
they are elected and remain in office until the
conclusion of the bi-ennial General Meeting of the
Council at which they retire.

Standing Committee

(a)The Council shall appoint at its bi-ennial
General Meeting a Standing Committee with
full administrative powers to carry on the work
of the Confederation between General Meet-
ings of the Council comprising as follows:-

(1)The President (ex-officio),

(2)The three Vice-Presidents (ex-officio),

(3)The Honorary Secretary (ex-officio),

(4)The Honorary Treasurer (ex-officio),

(5)Three other members who shall be from
three different affiliated Organisations.

(b) The Standing Committee shall have powers to
appoint sub-committees, with terms of refe-
rence and quorum, as may be deemed neces-
sary.

(c)The President shall presire at all Standing
Committee Meetings. In his absence one of the
Vice-Presidents shall take the chair; & if
neither the President nor the Vice-Presidents
are present, the meeting shall elect its own
Chairman.

(d)At all Standing Committee Meetings every
member of the Standing Committee present
shall have one vote. The Chairman shall have a
vote and in case of a tie, shall have a casting
vote.

(e) Three shall form a quorum for a Standing
Committee Meeting.

Affiliation

. Application for affiliation must be made on the

prescribed form, and sent to the Hon. Secretary of
the Confederation. All such a application shall be
promptly notified by the Hon. Secretary of the
Confederation to the Secretaries of all affiliated
National Organisations and, in the absence of the
receipt of a protest from any of the latter within a
period of thirty days after despatch of such notifi-
cation, the Standing Committee shall have power
to affiliated the National Organisation concerned,
the election to be reported to the Council at the
next bi-ennial General Meeting. Should a protest
be received from one or more National Organisa-
tions, the application shall be referred to the bi-
ennial General Meeting of the Council.

Delegates to the Council
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10.

11.

(a)Each National Organisation shall be entitled to
appoint one delegate to the Council,

(b) The name and address of each delegate shall be
sent in writing by the Secretary of the National
Organisation he is to represent to the Hon.
Secretary of the Confederation.

(c) In addition to the official representation of a
National Organisation at meetings of the
Council, permission may be granted to not
more than three members of the Executive
Committee or like governing body of an
affiliated National Organisation to attend
general meetings of the Council without right
to speak or vote, provided that written request
from the Organisation concerned is made in
advance.

Subscription

Each National Organisation shall pay an annual
subscription of 6 Sterling or equivalent. A first
subscription shall be payable immediately on elec-
tion, and.thereafter subscriptions shall be paid
during the monthof January of each year. A Na-
tional Organisation whose subscription is in
arrears shall not be entitled to representation at
any General Meeting or on Committees.

Account

The financial year of the Confederation shall close
on the 31st day of December, and an annual state-
ment of account shall be prepared by the Hon.
Treasurer and audited as soon as possible there-
after.

Meetings of the Council

(a)Bi-ennial General Meeting. A bi-ennial
General Meeting of the Council shall be held
once in two years not later than June at a venue
to be decided upon at the last preceding bi-
ennial General Meeting. The business of the
bi-ennial General Meeting shall be:-

(1)To confirm the minutes of the last bi-ennial
General Meeting, and of any Extraordinary
Meeting held since the last bi-ennial
General Meeting.

(2)To receive the bi-ennial Report of the Con-
federation and pass the accounts, duly au-
dited, for the preceding period.

(3) To consider any application for affiliation
and to consider resignations if any.

(4) To consider and deal with any resolutions of
which due notice has been given.

(5)To decide the date and place of the next
bi-ennial General Meeting.

(6)To elect the President, three Vice-Presi-
dents, Hon. Secretary, Hon. Treasurer,
and the Standing Committee.

(7) To appoint an Auditor or Auditors.

(8) To consider any other business that may be
deemed necessary.

(b)Extraordinary General Meeting. An Extra-
ordinary General Meeting of the Council may
be convened at any time by the Standing Com-
mittee, or must be convened by the Hon.
Secretary for a date within six weeks of the

receipt by him of a requisition in writing to that
effect given by not less than three National
Organisations. Every such requisition, and the
convening notice, shall specify the business for
which the meeting is to be convened, and no
other business shall be transacted at such
meeting.

(c) At all meetings of the Council five shall form a
quorum, and the President shall be the Chair-
man. In his absence the Chairman shall be
elected from amongst the Vice-Presidents in
the first instance and in the absence of the
Vice-Presidents, the Meeting shall elect a
Chairman from amongst the other members.

(d)Except as otherwise provided in Rules 16 and
17, all questions shall be decided by a simple
majority of the vote cast in respect of same.
The Chairman shall have a casting vote in addi-
tion to his ordinary vote in case of an equal
division of votes.

Notice of Resolution

Notice in writing of any resolution to be brought
forward to a bi-ennial General Meeting must
reach the Hon. Secretary of the Confederation
not less than forty-five days before the date fixed
for that meeting.

Notice of Meeting

Notice of every General Meeting stating the date,
time and place thereof, and the business to be
transacted thereat, shall be sent by the quickest
postal service possible to the Secretary of each
National Organisation, and to the members of the
Standing Committee.

In the case of a bi-ennial General Meeting
eight weeks notice at the least, and in the case of
an Extraordinary General Meeting six weeks at
the least shall be given, prior to the date fixed for
such meetings. The Secretary of each National
Organisation shall acknowledge receipt of such to
the Honorary Secretary of the Confederation; but
non-recepit of such notice by any National Or-
ganisation, or any individual, shall not invalidate
the proceedings at any General Meeting.

Nominations for Election to Council

Nominations for election to the office of Presi-
dent, Vice-Presidents, Hon. Secretary, Hon.
Treasurer may be made by any National Or-
ganisation. Such nominations must reach the
Hon. Secretary of the Confederation not less than
forty-five days before the date of the General
Meeting, and must be accompanied by the written
approval of the National Organisation of the
country to which the nominee belongs.

Resignations

(a)Any National Organisation wishing to retire
from the Confederation must give notice in
writing to the Hon. Secretary of the Con-
federation on or before the 31st day of Decem-
ber in any year and in default will be held liable
for the subscription for the ensuing year.



(b)If, in the opinion of three-fourths of the Coun-
cil, it is desirable that any National Organisa-
tion shall resign from the Confederation, such
National Organisation shall be duly notified to
that effect by the Hon. Secretary of the Con-
federation and shall cease forthwith to be a
member of the Confederation.

Dissolution

16. The Confederation shall not be dissolved except
at a General Meeting of the Council specially
convened for the purpose and by a resolution
carried by a majority ofnot less than three-fourths
recorded in respect of the same. In the event of
such dissolution any assets in hand shall be divi-
sible equally between the National Organisations
remaining in the Confederation.

Alteration of Rules

17. No alteration shall be made in the Confedera-
tion's Rules except at Council Meetings and any
resolution combodying such alterations, or one
having a like effect, must be carried by a majority
of two-thirds of the votes recorded in respect of

the same.

Definition

18. (a)A National Organisation is the body recog-

nised by the Confederation as controlling the
game in its own country.

(b)The Council shall have power to recognise such
frontiers as those politically recognised, as de-
fining the territory governed by a National Or-
ganisation, and also to allow the combination
of neighbouring non-independent territories
with each other, or neighbouring country
possessing an independent constitution.

REGULATIONS FOR THE
ASIAN BADMINTON
CONFEDERATION CHAMPIONSHIP
(TUNKU ABDUL RAHMAN'S GOLD CUP)

1. The Competition for the Tunku Abdul Rahman
Gold Cup shall be called "The Asian Badminton
Confederation Championship"”", and every
National Organisation affiliated to the Asian Bad-
minton Confederation shall be eligible to partici-
pate. Every such National Organisation is herein-
after referred to as a "Nation", and the Nation
holding the Title is hereinafter referred to as the
"Champion Nation".

General Conditions

2. The Competition shall take place in accordance
with such regulations as the Council of the Asian
Badminton Confederation (or a committee duly
appointed for the purpose by the Council) may
from time to time approve.

Management

3. The Competition shall be managed by the Asian
Badminton Confederation, who shall appoint a
Committee of Management for the purpose. The
Committee of Management shall have power to
co-opt other persons and also delegate any of its
duties to sub-committees.

Competition

4. This Competition shall take place bi-ennially. The
Competition shall take place at a time and place
decided by the Asian Badminton Confederation
by rotation in the alphabetical order from
amongst its affiliated member organisations. Any
country entitled to hold the Championship will be
given one month to decide. The duration of the
Championship shall be not exceeding two week
time. The Championship shall be on a knock-out
basis.

Filing of Entries

5. Any Nation eligible to compete and desirous of
participating shall give notice in writing to the
Hon. Secretary of the Asian Badminton Con-
federation before the closing date, enclosing an
entry fee of 2 Sterling or equivalent or such sums
as may be approved by the Council or Committee
of Management.

The Draw

6. The draw, at which each competing Nation may
be represented, shall be made by the Council or
the Committee of Management. Particulars of
such draws shall be notified to the Secretary of
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each competing Nation. Failure to participate in
the Competition as fixed by the Council or Com-
mittee of Management shall result in walk-over
being awarded to the opposing Nation.

Shuttles

In all the ties, the Council or the Committee of
Management shall choose the brand of shuttles to
be used.

Appointment of Referee

. At least ten days before the commencement ofthe

Competition, a Referee, from whose decision
there shall be no appeal, shall be appointed by
common consent of the Nation competing, sub-
ject to the approval of the Council or the Com-
mittee of Management. Failing such appoint-
ment, the Council or the Committee of Manage-
ment shall forthwith appoint a Referee.

Qualification of Players

. The Competition shall be restricted to bona fide

amateurs and a player shall be qualified to repre-
sent a nation provided that he shall have:-

(a)for the three months immediately preceding
the date fixed for the commencement to the tie
concerned been a bona fide member of a club
affiliated directly or indirectly to the National
Organisation.

(b)been born in, be a citizen of, or become a
naturalised subject of the Nation concerned, or
shall have resided therein for a period of two
years preceding the date fixed for the com-
mencement of the Championship.

When once a player has represented a Na-
tion, he will, subject to (a) above, always be eligi-
ble to represent that nation and no other, except
that always subject to (a) above, if two years shall
have elasped since a player last represented a
nation he will be eligible to represent any other
nation for which he might be qualified. He shall
have been officially nominated to represent that
nation and shall have accepted such nomination.

If a player shall have represented a nation
and such nation is subsequently divided into two
or more nations or is absorbed by another nation
politically, such player shall, for the purpose of
these regulations; be deemed from the date of
such alteration not to have represented any na-
tion.

Appointment of Captain

The National Association or corresponding or-
ganisation of each of the Nations concerned shall
at least three days before the commencement of
the Championship appoint a Captain ofits Teams.
In default of such appointment a Team shall fore-
with choose its own Captain.

Nomination of Teams

(a)Each competing Nation shall at least three days
before the date fixed for the Commencement
of a Tie, or on the day following the completion
of a preceding Tie affecting either Nation
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whichever shall be the later, nominate to the
Committee of Management, and to the oppos-
ing Nation, or the Captain of the opposing
Team, not less than two* and not more than
four players to represent it ill such forthcoming
Tie, without specifying who shall play in Sing-
les and Doubles, and different players may be
nominated by a Nation for each Tie.

(b)Each Captain shall, twenty-four hours before
the time fixed for the commencement to play in
each Tie, give notice of the composition of his
Team to the Referee and the opposing Cap-
tain, and his Team shall be selected from the
players previously nominated for the Tie.

(c) The Referee may sanction the substitution of
another of the players nominated by a Nation
for any Tie in the place of any player who, in
the opinion of the Referee, is incapacitated by
illness, accident, or oth'er unavoidable hin-
drance. If such incapacitated player has been
selected to play in both Singles and Doubles
Matches different substitutes may be sanc-
tioned therefore, and the Referee may also
sanction alterations in the constitution of a
Team consequent upon any player being so
incapacitated except that, subject to the provi-
sions of the following paragraph, no lateration
in the constitution of a Team shall be allowed
after play in a Tie has begun.

Constitution of Ties and Teams

(a)Each Tie shall be decided by the Combined
results of our Men's Singles and one Men's
Double Matches, and the Team which shall
win the majority of the five matches com-
prising the Tie shall be the winner of such Tie.

(b)InSingles, each Team shall, subject to Regula-
tion 11 (c), consist of two players, the two
players playing each against each of the oppos-
ing two players.

(c) In Doubles each Team shall consist of a pair,
who shall play against the opposing pair.
(d)Each Match shall consist of the best of three

games of fifteen points.

Order of Play

The order of play shall be as follows:-

Two Singles matches to be played firstfollowed by
the Doubles, and followed by the remaining two
singles. All matches are to be completed on the
same day.

Any player shall be entitled to a rest of not
more than thirty minutes between any two mat-
ches in which he may be drawn to play in succes-
sion. There shall be no interruption in the con-
tinuity of play in any match except that thee shall
be allowed an interval not exceeding five minutes
between the second and third games of a match.
Any player or pair absent or unwilling to play
when required shall forfeit the match concerned
which shall be scored as a win for the opponents.

Notification of Results

The Committee of Management shall notify the
results of the respective Ties to the Council by

letter, on completion of the Championship, with
complete scores of each match.

Admission Charges

The Council or the Committee of Management
may at its discretion fix admission charges and
issue a reasonable number of complimentary pas-
ses for officials and the Press.

Division of Expenses and Receipts

(a)For the whole Championship, the Asian Bad-
minton Confederation shall be entitled to two-
and-a-half per cent of the Gross Receipts.

(b) Thereafter, the balance shall be apportioned as
follows:-

(1)Seventy-five per cent shall be set aside for
the payment of the Travelling Expenses (as
defined in Rule 19) of the Nations com-
peting in the Championship.

(2) Out of the remaining twenty-five per cent
shall be paid the General Expenses (as de-
fined in Rule 18).

(3)Out of the remaining surplus, after making
the payments allowed in clauses (1) and (2)
above, shall be paid, as far as possible any
balance of the Travelling Expenses or the
General Expenses still outstanding.

(4)If the sum totally available under cient to
meet General Expenses, the deficiency
shall be borne by the Nation which staged
the Championship.

(5)Ifthe sum totally available under clauses (1)
and (3) above is insufficient to meet Travel-
ling Expenses, they shall be paid in pro-
portion.

(6) Any remaining surplus shall be paid a fol-
lows:-

(i) Champion Nation one-third share.

All other competing Nations the
one-third share which in turn is to
be divided equally.

Gross receipts

Gross Receipts are all monies received after de-
duction of any Government and or Municipal
taxes in respect of:-

General Expenses

General Expenses shall comprise:-

(a) Monies paid to all persons engaged to supply
goods specially for, or employed to render ser-
vices in connection with a Tie.

(b)Reasonable travelling and hotel expenses of
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the Referee, as sanctioned by the Committee
of Management.
(c) Cost of the necessary additional equipment to
the court or courts and the shuttles used.
(d)Wages paid to ushers, gatemen, and to any

other source for necessary additional labour.
(e) Insurance and advertising.

(f) Cost of any temporary stands erected for the
purpose of the Championship.

(g) A reasonable sum or commission as rent for
the use ofthe hall in which the Championship is
played, as sanctioned by the Council or the
Committee of Management.

Travelling Expenses

Travelling Expense shall be reckoned as first-class
return steamer and train fares, with sleeping car
or return air fares (tourist class ifavailable) which-
ever is the less all at the lowest published rate, by
the most direct route possible from their places of
residence (or, if this is outside the country re-
presented, then, in case of a nation playing in its
own country, from the port of entry nearest to the
residence abroad, and in case of a nation playing
outside its own country, from the port of exit from
the country represented nearest to the country
where the Championship shall take place, but
only if this does not exceed the fare form the
player's actual residence) to the City where the
Championship shall be held of not more than
three players nominated by a Nation.

BYE-LAWS GOVERNING THE ASIAN
OPEN BADMINTON CHAMPIONSHIPS

Events

The Asian Open Badminton Championships shall
be held bi-ennially and shall comprise the follow-
ing events:

(1) Men's Singles.

(2) Men's 'Doubles.
(3) Women's Singles.
(4) Women's Doubles.

(5) Mixed Doubles.

(6) Junior Boys' Singles.
(7) Junior Boys' Doubles.
(8) Junior Girls' Singles.
(9) Junior Girls' Doubles.

The age limit for Junior events to be 18 as on the

last birthday on the closing date of entries.

Entries

(a) The Tournament shall be open to:

(1) Amateur badminton players of Asian
Badminton Associations affiliated to the
Asian Badminton Confederation.

(2) Amateur badminton players of any
other recognised National Organisation.

(b) Entries shall be limited to four per event



from each National Association.

(c) Entry fees shall be 10 shillings or equiva-
lent per event per player or such other
sums which may be approved by the
Asian Badminton Confederation.

(d) Entries must be sent through their res-

pective National Associations.

Venue

The venue of the Championships shall be allo-
cated by rotation in the alphabetical order from its
affiliated member organisation by the Council of
the Asian Badminton Confederation at is Bi-en-
nial General Meeting.

Hon. Referee

. An Hon. Referee appointed by the Asian Bad-
minton Confederation for the Championships
shall be in charge of all the fixture. His decision
shall be final in all matters regarding the Laws of
Badminton.

Proceeds

(a)The Asian Badminton Confederation shall be
entitled to 20% ofthe nett profits including the
sales of programmes, etc.

(b)The Asian Badminton Confederation will not
be responsible for any loss incurred in the run-
ning of the Championships.

General Expenses

(a)All reasonable expenses incurred in con-
nection with the arrangements made for the
holding of the Championships shall be paid
from out of the gross receipts.

(b)For the purpose of these regulations, Gross
Receipts are all monies received after de-
duction of any Government and/or Municipal
Taxes in respect of:

(1) Admission to the Hall, Courts and Stands.
(2) Sale of Programmes.

(3) Sale of used shuttles and equipment.

(4) Advertising.

(5) Contracts and any other source of reve-

nue.
(c) General Expenses shall comprise:

(1) Monies paid to all persons engaged to supp-
ly goods specially for, or employed to ren-
der services in connection with the Cham-
pionships.

(2) Reasonable travelling and hotel expenses of
the Hon. Referee as sanctioned by the
A.B.C.

(3)Cost of necessary additional equipment to
the court or courts and shuttles used.

(4) Wages paid to ushers, gate-men and to any
of the source for necessary additional la-
bour.

(5)Cost of printing programmes, insurance
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and advertising.

(6) Cost of any temporary stands erected for
the purpose of the Championships.

(7) A reasonable sum or commission as rent for
the use of the Hall as sanctioned by the
A.B.C.

Seeding

The seeding of the players shall be the responsibi-
lity of the Tournament Committee of the Asian
Badminton Confederation.

Draw

The draw shall be held in the Nation running the
Championships but under the supervision of a
member of the Standing Committee or any one
approved by the Asian Badminton Confedera-
tion.

Duties and Responsibilities of the Nation
Running the Championships

(a) Calling and receiving entries.

(b) Submitting a full list of entries to the Secre-
tary of the Asian Badminton Confederation.

(c) Keeping a proper and audited statement of
receipt and expenditure account of the Tour-
nament.

(d) Arranging for the best available playing con-
ditions, seating accommodation, etc.

(e) Purchasing of prizes for the winners and run-
ners-up.

(f) Appointing Umpires, Linesmen, etc.

Shuttlecocks
The brand of shuttlecocks to be used shall be
decided by the Council of the Asian Badminton
Confederation at its Bi-ennial General Meeting
based on the recommendation of the National
Organisation holding the Championship.

Fixtures

(a)Arrangements will be made to have the fix-
tures posted in the Hall where the Champion-
ships are to be held.

(b) Competitor shall report to the Hon. Referee to
confirm their fixtures and must be ready to play
their matches five minutes before the sche-
duled time.

(c) A player, failing to turn up at the scheduled
time, may at the discretion of the Hon. Re-
feree be scratched from the Championships.

(d)The Umpire in charge of a match may dis-
qualify any player for leaving the court without
his permission.

The Asian Open Badminton Championship shall
be run concurrently with the Asian Badminton
Confederation Championship. The profits and
losses of those Championship shall be amal-
gamated with those of the Asian Badminton Con-
federation Championship.



STADIUM

GENERAL

The rapidly expanding city of Kuala Lum-
pur, with its population approaching three
quarters of a million, sorely needed a
multi-purpose stadium and the Stadium
Negarahas been designed to suit the needs of
the capital as well as the National needs of the
whole Federation. Itis designed for complete
flexibility, while retaining specialist features
to suit each activity which will take place
within it.

The Stadium is in the heart of Kuala Lum-
pur, standing on a hill in a commanding posi-
tion and adjacent to Stadium Merdeka, the
open-air stadium, which was constructed in
1957 for the independence celebrations of the
Federation of Malaya. As with Stadium Mer-
deka the entrances have been designed on
the radial principal in order to prevent crowd
congestion. Another feature it has in common
with Stadium Merdeka is that full advantage
has been taken of hill site and the amphi-
theatre has been constructed as an earth bowl
with concrete terraced seats resting on the
sides of the bowl, thus effecting considerable
economies.

As a sports arena, seating accommodation
is provided on three levels for approximately
10,200 persons, while for boxing matches or
stage shows, where the spectacle will be per-
formed on a raised platform, seats may be
placed on the floor of the arena giving a total
seating capcity for 12,000 persons. To give
additional flexibility a large number of the
seats are of the folding type thereby providing
an exhibition area of 80,000 square feet. Faci-
lities are available for playing most indoor
games including badminton, tennis, basket-
ball and for gymnastic displays, stage shows,
concerts, pageants, tournaments, ice shows,
circuses and exhibitions.

The main entrance to the stadium is at the
north, facing Davidson Road. The entrance
level is slightly below the level of the middle
terrace. This front entrance has a complex of
rooms and contains the main foyer, a large
air-conditioned gymnasium, a restaurant,
kitchen, bars, a large assembly room, a VIP
retiring room, dressing rooms, offices and a
very large plant room.

DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

Special consideration has been given to
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acoustics, particularly in relation to the
electrically operated rising stage. This stage
disappears below floor level for sporting
event and is covered with folding seats. The
whole arena and the upper promenade are
served with a series of ducts providing sockets
or electric power and lighting, telephones
radio microphones, television cameras and
rediffusion at frequent intervals below floor
level. These serve the needs of sporting
events as well exhibitions. Each exhibition
stand has a readily accessible power supply
while a large number of stand positions are
also provided with water points for use in con-
nection with flower shows, etc.

The climate of Malaya, which is hot and
humid throughout the year, had an appre-
ciable effect on the design of the stadium. The
main amphitheatre is not air-conditioned, on
grounds of initial cost as well as runnging
costs which would place the stadium beyond
the reach of many user organisations. General
ventilation entailing large bulk air movement
was also considered impractical in view of the
fact that the stadium must be used for bad-
minton, which is the national indoor sport of
Malaya. In view of the high humidity it is
essential however for comfort conditions that
there should be an appreciable air movement
in the vicinity of spectators and in order to
overcome these many conflicting factors a
novel form of ventilation has been developed
for the stadium. Fresh air is blown into a large
tunnel completely ringing the amphitheatre
under the middle terrace and from this tunnel
air is then blown through narrow slits in the
seats on the conrete terraces. Airis also blown
through the arms and backs of the up-
holstered seats in Block 'A'. This principle,
which is used successfully in aircraft and in
ships, has never employed previously in a
building. By this means a high speedjet of air
gives comfort conditions in the vicinity of
spectators without inducing bulk air move-
ment which might upset the flight of a bad-
minton shuttlecock. Over the central arena
the natural convection cuirents ca be au-
gmented by means of a large diameter fan
built into the suspended ceiling cone. The
upper with vertical louvres 12 feet deep.
These lourves, which are of gold and bronze
anodized aluminium, are electrically oper-
ated by remote control from the central con-
trol room.



Both natural and artificial lighting of the
stadium have received careful consideration
in view of the fact that such spectacles as
badminton and boxing require high intensity
of illumination in order to observe rapid
movement properly. A band of cleretory light-
ing 13 feet and 100 feet in diameter encircles
are central section of the arena and natural
light is reflected through this from the upper
surface of the saucer shaped roof, which is
silvered. By passing this reflected light
through glass louvres the beat wavelengths
are absorbed and cold light is transmitted into
the building. This light impinges on the cen-
tral cone and is then reflected down onto the
floor of the arena. In order to give a uniform
distribution of shadows the angles of the cone
have been specially developed in conjunction
with the curvature of the roof. For artificial
lighting this central arena is brilliantly illu-
minated by a ring of fluorescent light in the
bottom of the suspended gallery and by high
power floodlights mounted at the top of the
clerestory section. The floodlights are
mounted on trolleys in small penthouses
above the main roof. For stage shows, orches-
tral concerts and pageants, sportlights and co-
lour change lights are mounted in the sus-
pended .gallery and are operated from the
central control room. For exhibitions an
entirely different system of lighting is em-
ployed comprising indirect ceiling lighting
and sportlights to attract attention to exhibits.

The nerve centre of the stadium is the air-
conditioned control room located above the
Royal Box. Controls are operated by three
persons working together at a series of control
panels. From this central position all flood-
lighting and arena lighting is regulated as
well as all fans, ventilation louvres, internal
telephones and the public address system.
Flanking the control room are the air-con-
ditioned observation rooms for radio, tele-
vision, the pess, the Malayan Film Unit and
Rediffusion.

STRUCTURAL DETAILS

The most striking feature of the stadium is
the 300 foot span circular roof designed on the
suspension principle. It is exceptionally light
and is covered with corrugated plastic sheet-
ing with a suspended ceiling composed of
hardboard faced with PVC to reduce main-
tenance costs. To overcome aerodynamic
movement, from which the normal sus-
pension type of roof sutters, the roof of Sta-
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dium Negara consists of two elements the out-
er element or main roof consisting of 96 high
tensile steel wires spanning 100 feet and the
inner element consisting of 96 similar high
tensile steel wires spanning over the central
100 feet. The outer and inner elements are
connected by means of a stiff truss which
gives considerable rigidity to the system and
which provides the clerestory section for
illuminating the centre of the arena.

The main promenade is roofed with a very
light reinforced concrete folded shell. This
shell is hinged to the main building and is
supported on sloping tubular columns placed
outside the main perimeter walls.

The remainder of the structural details
contain a number of interesting innovations
designed to give large-span column-free
areas while retaining a very light structure.
Such details may be observed in the roofs over
the side entrances, in the main restaurant and
in the gymnasium.

Below ground a system of tunnels carries
the various services to all parts of'stadium,
and this system is connected by bridges and
galleries to all parts of the roof. This provides
the neces-sary flexibility required for a multi
purpose stadium, and it enables staff to get to
any part of the building unseen in order to
carry out maintenance work or to operate
equipment.

SURFACE FINISHES,
DECORATIONS, ETC.

The surface treatment of the stadium has
been specially designed to reduce periodic
painting and lower maintenance costs and to
use as much local material as possible. The
external walls are faced with exposed,
washed limestone and granite aggregate. In
addition, certain areas are clad with precast
concrete blocks with a reeded surface and
others with precast "sculptured" blocks.
These latter were manufactured in wooden
moulds and subsequently bush hammered.
The design motif used in the sculptured
blocks is an interlocking harlequin diamond,
denoting pageantry, and an interlocking
shuttlecock and ball, denoting sport.

The flooring of the uppoer promenade
exhibition area employs black marble from
Kedah and white marble from Batu Caves,
Kuala Lumpur. The marble is ordinary
crushed stone as used in road construction but
itis graded to a uniform size and laid to form a



pattern. The pattern is demarcated by a nar-
row band of orange-coloured glass mosaic
tiles.

The front of the main bar is decorated with
glass mosaic tiles to forma repeating pattern
with a mask, musical notes, kris and rec-
tangular figures as motifs indicative of the
various events which will take place in the
stadium. The motifs are carried on waves de-
noting light and sound.

Flanking the main entrance to the stadium
are two silhouette screens. The design of
these has been influenced by both Malayan
shadow plays and Chinese metal screens. The
shadow figures are of black anodized alu-
minium mounted on a blue anodized alu-
minium grid set against a blue glass mo-
saic-tiled background. The eastern silhoutte
screen illustrates indoor sports and the wes-
tern illustrates a Malay band and group of
ronggeng girls set between the coral of the
seashore and the inland bamboo groves.
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Inside the main foyer are two large mural
paintings by young Malayan artists depicting
Malayan life and culture. The one on the
eastern wallis by Mr. Yee Chin Ming and the
one on the western wall is by Mr. Phoon Poh
Hoong. In the side entrance vestibule on the
eastern side is a small mural depicting sports
painted by Mr. Phoon Poh Hoong and there is
a similar mural on the western side painting
by M. Tham Kim Fui.

COSTS, ETC.

The stadium was designed and con-
structed within a period of eighteen months at
a cost of M$4 million giving a unit cost of 75
cents per cubic foot, an exceptionally low fi-
gure for a building of this type. The main
economics were effected in the special design
of the roof and the amphitheatre.
