ORGANISED BY THE UNITED NATIONS MALAYSIAN ASSOCIATION tUNMA1 HERE5 HE 
SAID SUCH UNHEALTHY TRENDS MUST BE CHECKED AND THE MEMBER NATIONS ' 
SHOULD UNITE FOR THE GOOD OF MANKIND. 

+THE MEMBER NATIONS OF THE UN HAVE A RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE 
THAT THE WORLD BODY CONTINUES TO FUNCTION IN THE FUTURE AND WE MUST 
WORK TO ENSURE THAT IT IS NOT CRIPPLED. 

+CONTINUED SUPPORT IS AN IMPORTANT ELEMENT FOR THE WORLD BODY TO 
ACHIEVE PROGRESS. 

+I ‘FEEL THAT IF THE WORLD EODY FAILS IN ALL ITS EFFORTS TO 
SECURE PEACE AND HARMONY IN THE WQRLDr WE SHOULD FAULT THE MEMBER 
NATIONS WHICH.ARE NOT PREPARED TO UPHOLD ITS CHARTER AND WHICH DO 
NOT WANT TO ACCEPT ITS DECISIONS,+ HE SAID. -- MORE 
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DATUK SERI DR MAHATHIR SAID THAT BECAUSE OF THE DIVISION OR 
DIFFERENCES THE NATIONS OF THE WORLD HAD BEEN UNABLE TO AVOID 
TENSION AND DISPUTES AMONG THEMSELVES AND HAD FAILED TO OVERCOME

HE PLEDGED MALAYSIA’S SUPPORT FOR ALL UN EFFORTS WHICH WOULD 
BRING ABOUT MUTUAL BENEFIT AND EXPRESSED THE COUNTRY’S APPRECIATION 
TO SEVERAL AGENCIES OF THE WORLD BODY THAT HAD HELPED IT AND OTHER 
MEMBER NATIONS IN THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC FIELD. 

AMONG THE AGENCIES HE NAMED WERE THE UNITED NATIONS DEVELOPMENT 
PROGRAMME lUNDPI WHICH HAD GIVEN MALAYSIA TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE FOR 
ITS AGRICULTURAL, FORESTRY AND FISHERIES PROJECTS. 

HE ALSO THANKED UNICEF9 WHO AND UNESCO WHICH HAD PROVIDED 
MALAYSIA ASSISTANCE IN THE FIELD OF HEALTH1 EDUCATIONv.MEDICINE AND 
RESEARCH. -- MORE 
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DATUK SERI DR MAHATHIA ALSO EXPRESSED APPRECIATION TO THE UNITE5 
NATIONS HIGH COMMISSIONER FOR REFUGEES (UNHCR) FOR RESETTLING 
VIETNAMESE REFUGEES IN THIRD COUNTRIES AN5 THE UN.FUN5 FOR DRUG 
ABUSE CONTROL WHICH HA5 GIVEN FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FOR THE FIGHT 
AGAINST THE DRUG MENACE MALAYSIA.
