ADDRESSING MORE THAN 200 MALAYSIAN STUDENTS AT THE OFFICE OF 
MALAYSIA’S PERMANENT REPRESENTATIVE TO THE UNITED NATIONS HERE, THE 
PRIME MINISTER SAID THAT UNLESS SUCH VALUES WERE CULTIVATED AMONG
