ANWAR IBRAHItlv TO GARLAND ENCIK ARAFAT AND DATUK SERI DA MAHATHIR. 

ENCIK ARAFATI WHO WAS MOVED BY THE GESTURE, KISSED THE GIRL’S 
CHEEK9 HU66ED AND PICKED HER UP AND ASKED THAT SHE BE ALLOWED TO 
STAND BESIDE HIM. THIS EARNED THE CROWD’S APPROVAL. 

IN HIS SPEECH IN ENGLISH, ENCIK ARAFAT VOWED TO CHAMPION THE

EACH. 

EARLIER9 ENCIK ARAFAT AND DATUK SERI OR tlAHATHIR ENTERED THE 
STADIUM HOLDING EACH OTHER’S HANDS AND WAVING; TO THE CROWD. 

THE RALLY KICKED OFF WITH THE ROYAL MALAYSIA POLICE BAND 
STRIKING UP THE +NEGARA KU+. THE NATIONAL ANTHEM WAS ALSO PLAYED AT 
THE END OF THE 6ATHERIN6. 

ANTI-ZIONIST FEELINGS WERE CLEARLY DEMONSTRATED AS MALAYSIANS
