
PM wants ethics in business

rock of morality and ethics.
He made this call at a press

conference yesterday after *a
dialogue with 135 top decision-
makers in corporate, govern-
ment and academic circles, at
Genting Highlands.

The Prime Minister said the
business sector must adopt a
long-term view in achieving

success.
“Business practice must not

be based on profits alone or
concerned about short-term
gains.
“If the ethic systems are in
tandem with society’s develop-
ment, the society will progress
further,” he said.

He added that the Govern-
ment had taken action to en-
sure that these ethics were
suitable with society’s needs.

“1 am happy with  the
achievements to date, insofar
as Vision 2020 is concerned.

“This is because the people
are aware of the goals and this

a w a r e n e s s  m a y  h e l p  u s
achieve Vision 2020 earlier
than expected,” he said.

The three-day seminar .To-
wards a developed and indus-
trialised society, understand-
ing the concept, implications
and challenges of Vision 2020,
ended yesterday.

On the seminar, he said he
had noted all the proposals and
would see whether they were
worth implementing.

He also said the issue of
manpower was raised at the
seminar.

“There is no point in adopt-
ing a confrontational attitude

between the management and
workers,” he said.

The Prime Minister ex-
plained that in-house unions
were one of the ways to fur-
ther promote closer ties be-
tween the two parties.

Dr Mahathir added when
there was an in-house union,
the workers would realise that
their future depended on the
success of a company’s perfor-
mance.

This, he said, was in contrast
with a trade union which was
only concerned about the
strength of its members.

He said the Government

would study some of the views
presented at the seminar but
stressed that not all of them
had been accepted by the par-
ticipants.

Other hiehliehts of the semi-
nar were w’ays’to  enhance fur- i
ther the country’s education
and manpower needs, Dr Ma-
hathir added.

“Although we have allowed
gn universities here, we

ure that they conform
education policy.

“We are also focusing our
priority on Science and Tech-
nology towards creating a pool
of skilled workers,” he said.
