Zaman Khan said Karpal Singh gave the undertaking to’ give evidence when 
he met Supt Khew Ching Hoi, the investigating officer for the case from 
Buki t Aman. 

Karpal. Singh, the DAP deputy chairman, had handed a tape alleged to be 
pornographic and involving Vijandran to the Dewan Rakyat on July 21. The 
HOUSC! subsequently handed the tape to the, police. -- -more 
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Zarnan Khan said the investigation was being carried out with the help 
of a video tape expert.
