   PETALING JAYA, Feb 28 (Bernama) -- The Human Resources Ministry has 
come up with a proposal paper on rewards for public and private sector 
employees who have served for at least 25 years. 
   Human Resources Minister Datuk Lim Ah Lek said the proposal paper was 
being circulated to the relevant ministries and would soon be presented to 
the Cabinet for endorsement. 
   "I think, soon we will be able to present it to the Cabinet and details 
on the proposal will be announced later," he told reporters after launching 
the skills and career development scheme for non-execitive employees of 
Telekom Malaysia Berhad at a hotel in Subang Jaya near here. 
   Lim said the proposal paper was prepared following a directive by Prime 
Minister Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad some time ago. 
   "It is to encourage them (the employees) to stay on and be loyal to the 
company they work in," he said. 
   Meanwhile, Telekom Malaysia chief executive Datuk Mohamed Said Mohamed 
Ali said the skills and career development scheme was designed to meet the 
changes in technology in the telecommunications industry.
