Powers which get their way using a " puppet

KUALA LUMPUR, Sun. - Prinme Mnister Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mhanmad t oday
spoke of how foreign powers seek a "credible puppet” by controlling a
person through his weaknesses.

He said various nethods were used to ensure that this puppet foll ows
their commuands, with special treatnent provided and gui dance given until
the puppet and cronies could articulate all their w shes.

"Finally they hope this puppet will take over as a country's |eader and
followtheir comrmands. Indirectly, the colonialismof a nation has taken
pl ace.

"When the puppet they nurture suddenly | oses the possibility of becom ng
a | eader of a country, the anger of the foreign masterm nds is beyond
control. So they openly support the attenpt by their puppet to cripple the
peopl e who are the thrust of the country's adm nistration.

"This is what is happening. It can be clearly seen that attenpts to
col oni se the country have already been nade. This tinme it failed. But
there is no guarantee that attenpts will not be nade again."

Dr Mahathir who is Umo president was speaking at the start of the
extraordi nary general neeting to anend the Umo constitution.

He said Mal aysia was not strong and was actually weak. "Malaysia is a
small country with a nulti-racial popul ation. Anrong themwere the
Bum putera, the mgjority of whomare Malays. It is the Mal ays who are the
thrust of the country," he added.

He said it was very clear that to cripple and subjugate this country,

t he Mal ays nmust be di vi ded.

"Fromthe outset, the Malays had been divided through the use of
religion by people with vested interest. In the name of |Islamthe Ml ays
created ennmity with the Mal ays. But thanks to the unity anong the majority
of the Malays in Umo, the nmisuse of religion by certain parties had not
succeeded in crippling the Mal ays.

"Neverthel ess, the signs of disunity continue to prevail within the
Mal ays. It is only waiting for issues or opportunities to enmerge from
anong the cracks within Umo itself.

"The foreign power is aware of this fact. They are | ooking for the
credi bl e puppet. Wen they identify this puppet, they use the weakness in
himto control him"”
