    "As such, Melaka Umno would like to accord the title of Father of
Malaysia's Economic Independence to Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir," he said to
loud applause from the delegates.
    Nawawi also outlined six steps to be taken by members to strengthen
Umno for the upcoming general election.

    + to practice democracy and to accept any result in party elections in
good faith,
    + to place the party above self or group or state interests,
    + to adopt the party's struggles as one's own and to take quick action
