MCA expresses confidence of w nning Api-Api seat

KOTA KI NABALU, Thurs. - The MCA is confident of winning the sole seat it
is contestinginthe State el ection follow ng increasing support fromthe
peopl e, party president Datuk Seri Dr Ling Liong Sik said today.

He said the people in Api-Api, particularly the Chinese community, were
drawn to the "two-in-one government” fornula offered by the Bari san
Nasi onal .

"And we will get the first MCA candidate to represent BNwithin the
State Government," Dr Ling said before going on a canpai gn tour of the
constituency in the heart of the State capital.

The candi date, Datuk Chau Tet On, won the Api-Api seat with a 2,180-vote
majority in the 1994 el ection on a Parti Bersatu Sabah ticket before
joining the MCA

Inthis election, Chau will be challenged by PBS' Dr Yee Moh Chai and
Chi n Chen Fui of Bersekutu.

On PBS' claimthat the State BN nerely i npl ement ed devel oprment
progranmmes drawn up by PBS previously, Dr Ling said the opposition party
was not the first to forma Government in the State.

"Ther e have been previ ous Governnents, so all CGovernnents woul d have
hel ped. But it is the BNthat came in with a large contribution,” he said.
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
