But today, we see a Malaysian sail from west to east in a
journey not done by any other person in the world."
Dr Mahathir said Malaysians would have greater confidence in themselves
because of Azhar's achievement.
He believed that there were many Malaysians who wanted to achieve
something and prove to the world that Malaysians could do it.
He said: "Azhar is an example to all of us, including politicians like
myself... not that I'm going to sail round the world but I will sail
towards greater development and progress for our country.
"We should take this as a lesson and work to show the world that no one
will look down on us. I congratulate Azhar."
