"\What ever stand, statenent or action taken by themwas actually done
with good intentions although their actions seemed harsh and hurt the
feelings of others."

He then tendered an apol ogy to Wan Mokhtar on behalf of State Umo Youth
comm ttee nenbers | ed by Abdul Rahin Mohd Said for show ng disrespect to
the forner Menteri Besar.

H shanmuddi n said a del egation would visit Wan Mokhtar soon to explain
its menbers' stand and their dissatisfaction over certain party nmatters.

"Terengganu Umo Youth realises the inportance of closing ranks and will
practise the party's ideology which is strongly based on Islamc val ues
and Malay tradition, in forgiving and respecting our elders."

He added that the recent defeat in Terengganu should not be attributed
to WAn Mokhtar as other States al so experienced reduced majorities and
some defeats in Umo stronghol ds.

"We nust view this adverse situation in a positive light and treat it as
a val uabl e experi ence.

"At the sane tine, we nmust strengthen our novenent and devi se a proper
strategy over the next five years to recapture Terengganu."
