On ways to ensure that the can-
didates and delegates would not
campaign and resort to money
politics, Dr Mahathir said they will
be monitored by certain groups of
people whose identities will not be
compromised.

He also sought the cooperation
from the press not to write analyti-
cal pieces on supposed merits and
demerits of the candidates vying for
the top posts in Umno.
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
