PM to get regs(t)mmmations on
beefing up Rakan Muda scheme

KUALA LUMPUR, Fri. — The
Youth and Sports Ministry will
submit to Prime Minister Datuk
Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad a re-
port with a list of recommendations
on the Rakan Muda programme by
the end of the month.

He said this to reporters after
launching the Big Boys Toys exhi-
bition at the Putra World Trade
Centre today.
