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27th ICFM ends on a high note

THE Islamic Conference of Foreign Ministers held its 27th session for four
days at the Palace of the Golden Horses in Seri Kembangan, near Kuala
Lumpur, from June 27.
  The event, attended by some 1,000 delegates from 56 Muslim nations, was
opened by Prime Minister Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad.
  Among the delegates were 46 Foreign Ministers.
  The opening address was broadcast live to five countries, namely Brunei,
Turkey, the Philippines, Iran and the London-based Associated Press
Television News.
  It ended on a high note with the submission of a 191-point communique
agreed by the conference.
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
