M C to submit candidate's name to PM on Tuesday

- The MCwll submt the name of its candidate for the
Tel uk Kermang parlianmentary by-el ection to Barisan Nasional chairnman Datuk
Seri Dr Mahat hir Mohamad on Tuesday for approval .

Party president Datuk Seri S. Sany Vellu said upon approval by Dr
Mahat hir, the nanme woul d be announced to the public by Negri Senbil an
Menteri Besar Tan Sri Mhamad | sa Abdul Samad.

"I have al ready narrowed down the choices to two fromthe earlier 10
nanes | picked."

The El ecti on Commi ssion has fixed May 30 for nomination and in the event
of a contest, polling would be on June 10.

Declining to give the nanes of the two hopefuls, he said: "Both are Port
Di ckson born, about 40 years of age, with good tertiary education and are
dedi cated workers who will be w dely accepted by the people.”

Sany Vellu, who is Wirks Mnister, said the criteria he had set for the
Tel uk Kemang candi date were based on the preference of the people in the
constituency.

He said one of the candidates is a new face while the other is a young
party stalwart. The two potential candidates are said to be Sany Vellu's
political secretary S. Sothinathan, 40, who hails fromPort D ckson, and
Negri Senbilan M C youth chief M Sasasey, 38.

"l have received nmany calls frompeople in the constituency asking ne to
field a young candi date like the previous MP, the late S. A Anpal agan who
died on April 28.

"Al t hough Anpal agan was from Sel angor, in the short tine that he held
the seat, he had captured the hearts of the people in the constituency."”

In Port Dickson |ast night, Samy Vellu thanked Mohamad |sa, who is State
BN chai rnman, for nobilising the election machinery at the constituency
within a week.
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
