THE Cabi net is extrenely pl eased and this neans sports associ ati ons who
enj oyed trenendous success in the Kuala Lunpur Sea Ganes can expect a
hi gher than expected reward.

The Cabi net, during their weekly neeting which was chaired by Prine
M ni ster Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mhanmad yesterday, decided that this was
inline with the conmtnment shown by the associations in producing results
in the Ganes.

"The reward i s an acknow edgenent of the excellence shown by severa
associations in the Sea Ganes.

"Furthernore, we found that certain associations who did extrenmely well
had not received as nuch funding as certain other associations but they
still did better. The Cabinet feel they should be rewarded for this."

H shanmuddi n cited the Amat eur Swi mm ng Uni on of Mal aysia, the SRA of
Mal aysi a and t he Mal aysi a Karate-do Federation as associ ati ons who had
done very wel|.

Under the National Sports Council's incentive scheme, associations will
recei ve RVb0OO for every gold nedal won.

"Wile the anpbunt hasn't been deci ded, the associations will get nore
fromthis one-off reward."”

As for the athletes, the 111 gold nedals won is likely to cost the NSC
RVB55, 000.

"We are still calculating but the amount will be sonewhere around
there."”

At hl et es who won gold in individual events will be rewarded RVb, 000 each
whil e athl etes who won in events that had five or nore will each get
RML, 000.

A further RML, 000 is awarded to athl etes who set new Sea Ganes records
whi | e coaches recei ve RML, 000 for producing gold nedallists.
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
