  State Umno liaison committee secretary Osman Md Aji said State Assembly
Speaker Datuk Badaruddin Amiruldin is also likely to be returned unopposed
as Yan division chief.
  The division's Youth chief Datuk Shuhaimi Abdullah has yet to decide to
challenge Badaruddin.
  Contests are expected in the other nine divisions.
  Many more branches in Kedah's 15 divisions have yet to conduct their
annual general meetings.
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
