Jam | was asked on the Prine Mnister Datuk Seri Dr Mhat hir Mhanmad' s
statement yesterday that the Governnent had recei ved docunent ed proof and
pi ctures that showed the Mal aysian militants had been trained by the
Tal i ban in Af ghanistan to establish an Islanmi ¢ Governnment through
vi ol ence.

Dr Mahathir said these mlitants were fromPas, but it seened they were
acting i ndependently because they felt that the denocratic way coul d never
bring power to the party.

Asked on action to track down the seven suspected nenbers of the KMV who
have been identified by Perak police, Jam| said it was not easy as they
had travel docunents.

He said police did not rule out the possibility that these KMM nmenbers
woul d use ot her nanmes when over seas.
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
