  It is understood that the leaders, who have established a good working
relationship on matters affecting developing nations, also touched on the
ongoing US/British military offensive against the Taliban regime in
Afghanistan.
  Deputy Foreign Minister Datuk Leo Micheal Toyad and Ahmad Fuzi were
among those present at the lunch.
  Mugabe arrived here on Saturday for a five-day working visit after the
Commonwealth heads of government meeting (CHOGM) in Australia was called
off due to the terrorist attacks in the US on Sept 11.
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
