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Sack for errant |lecturers (HL)

LANGKAW, Sun. - The Prime Mnister today said university lecturers and
ot her staff who use students to undernine the Governnent woul d be renoved.

A concerted effort woul d be made to identify and act agai nst those using
students to underm ne the Governnent, Datuk Seri Dr Mahat hir Mhamad said.

He said this would include renoval of university staff who were
i nvol ved.

"W will identify them... if they are university staff we have to put a
stop to that. W have to get these people out ... we have sone ideas on
the nunber of those involved in such activities and they include
| ecturers," he said.

The Prime M nister said nost of those involved were connected to those
supposed to be teaching religion.

"They are supposed to be teaching religion, but they don't actually do
it ... the fact is they are teaching politics."

Dr Mahat hir was asked about a M ngguan Mal aysia report on an under ground
movenent in local universities which had i nfluenced students to topple the
Gover nment .

The report quoted an ex-Universiti Teknol ogi Ml aysia student Wan Noor
Hayati Wan Alias as saying that the novenent used religious activities in
campuses as a front.

Dr Mahathir said the Governnent was not surprised by such efforts by
certain quarters.

"When you incite the younger generation they will not hesitate to resort
to violence to achieve their ains.

"This is the danger when certain people go around inciting people that
the Governnment is unlslamic and led by a kafir (infidel),"” he said, adding
that he was saddened that those invol ved were Ml ays.

On the use of religious activities as a front, Dr Mahathir said this was
done as those involved knew when religion was used others would not dare
tointerfere.

Dr Mahathir said the Governnment was al so aware sone students had been
i nvol ved in campaigning for the Qpposition, especially Pas, during
el ections.

He said it was a waste of the taxpayers' nobney when students resorted to
doi ng so.

"We spend so nuch noney for themto study, but others disturb themunti
they start canpaigning, denonstrating, et-cetera ... thisis area
wast e. "

Earlier, Dr Mahathir spent the norning visiting various devel opnment and
tourismrel ated projects on the island.

He expressed satisfaction on the progress nade at the yacht repair
centre at Tanjung Lenmbong and cabl e car project at Burau Bay.

The yacht repair centre is a joint venture between the Penang
Shi pbui | di ng Corporation and the Langkawi Devel opment Authority.

Dr Mahathir said there were also plans to use the centre as a yacht
construction dockyard.

The dockyard is expected to be partially operational in tinme for the
Langkawi International Maritinme and Aerospace Exhibition (Lima) in
Cct ober.

On the cable car project, he said it was expected to be conpl eted by
April next year as schedul ed.
