  On another topic, he said there was no point transferring civil servants
who supported the Opposition as they would only continue to berate leaders
at their new postings.
  A better way of dealing with such people was to win them over through
constructive engagement, he said.
  Earlier, in his opening speech, Dr Mahathir said the party's supreme
council was looking into ways to ensure that professionals who wanted to
join the party were not prevented from doing so.
  "If we don't overcome this problem, Umno will be buried together with
the last of its existing members."
