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KUANTAN, Sun. = Umno’s can-
didates for the Anak Bukit State and
Pendang parliamentary seats in the
July 18 by-elections will only be
known after party president Datuk
Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad has
heard views from the Kedah Umno
liaison committee and divisional
committees.

Umno secretary-general Tan Sri
