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KUALA LUMPUR. Thurs. —"Pas has taken ex-
ception to the statements by Umno president Datuk
Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad yesterday about its
campaigning in the Pendang and Anak Bukit by-
elections.

Party secretary-general Nasharudin Mat Isa said
today some of Dr Mahathir’ s statements were sedi-
tious in nature and Pas was looking into this.
