— Bx-
tremist groups which oppose the de-
cision to use English to teach Science
and Mathematics in schools should
stop their actions or face the music,
Dauk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad
said today.

The Prime Miniger sad action
would be teken agangt them if they
did not stop dirring racid  senti-
ments which could jeopardise na
tional security.

“These people are not only against

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He sad the Government would pro-
ceed with the decision to teach Mathe-
matics and Science in English.

On action to be taken againgt groups
and media organisations involved, he
sad it was up to the enforcement au-
thorities to decide. .

“Action will be taken against
whomever incites racid tenson among
the people or crestes disorder in the
country.” he said.

He said the groups had continued to
accuse the Government of planning to
tranform Chinese schools into nationa
schools even though they were aware
that the laws did not alow such a thing
to be done.

He said these people had dso been
againgt government efforts to unite
the races by opposing the Vision
School  concept.

Dr Mahathir, acknowledging that
the oppodtion from the Chinese did
not come from the entire community
but from a smdl faction, sad there
were laws which could be used
agang them.

“They represent only a smal group
but have been using the newspapers
to incite the people” he said, declin-
ing to name the media involved.

“I would like to advise these people
not to play with fire as there are
enough laws to check extremism,” he

Dr Mahathir. who was on a day-long
vigt to Perak, was earlier briefed on
the development of UPS1 by its vice-
chancdlor Datuk Prof Dr Mohammad
Noor Sallch before a dialogue with
students.
