
Polish FM 
to meet 
Dr M 

KUALA LUMPUR: When 
Polish Foreign Minister Dr 
Wlodzimierz- Cimoszewicz 
calls on Datuk Seri Dr Maha- 
thir Mohamad in Putrajaya 
tomorrow, , there’ll be lots to 
talk about besides usual gov- 
ernment matters. 

Both leaders last met here 
in March 1996, when Dr 
Cimoszewicz came on a his- 
toric trip as the Prime Minis- 
ter of Poland. It was the first 
visit to Malaysia by a Polish 
PM. 

A year later, he was ousted 
as the premier when the 
Democratic Left Alliance and 
partners lost in the elections, 
and retreated to his passion of 
farming before being appoint- 
ed Foreign Minister by the 
leftist Government that won 
the 2001 nolls. 

Dr Cimoszewicz was away 
in Brussels when Dr Maha- 
thir visited Poland in March 
this year. 

Polish Ambassador to Ma- 
laysia Marek Paszucha, who 
received Dr Cimoszewicz 
here in 1996, is particularly 
looking forward to his boss’s 
visit. - 

“Dr Cimoszewicz had a 
very successful trip here in 

1996 and is a muchi more 
experienced politician now. 
Besides his own situation, 
there have also been many 
changes in Malaysia, and 
there’ll be lots of catching up 
to do when he meets with Dr 
Mahathir,” he said in an 
interview.
