People of Kedah still need
Dr Mahathir, says Syed Razak

Syed Razak was asked to comment
on Dr Mahathir's recent announce-
ment that he would not contest in the
next general election.

He said as a respected leader, lo-
cally and abroad by both friends and
foes, Dr Mahathir’s leadership was
still needed by Malaysians.
