Dr Mahathir's el der brother Mashahor, 79, dies in his sleep

Mashahor died of old age at his honme at 17E, Jal an Kapal Terbang, here.

Dr Mahathir is the youngest of five siblings. Another el der brother,
Mahadi, died two years ago.
Mashahor's el dest son, Zulkifli, 50, who came from Penang, said his
father usually woke up early for subuh prayers before going back to bed.
"The maid cane to wake himup at 9.45am today for breakfast but the door
was | ocked and she got no response.
"She informed ny younger sister Roseniah, 47, who also lives in the
house. After forcing open the door, they were unable to wake him"
Zulkifli said the famly called a doctor who pronounced Mashahor dead.
