Speaking to reporters at its 17th annual general neeting today,
associ ati on president Rahnmah Abdul Aziz said the idea was nooted when
Prime Mnister Datuk Seri Dr Mahat hir Mhamad proposed that Science and
Mat hemati cs be taught in English beginning next year.

Meanwhi | e, the associ ation passed a resolution expressing its support
for the teaching of Mathematics and Science in English.

The resolution will be submtted to Dr Mahathir soon.

The associ ation, established in 1985, has about 2,000 nenbers, nostly
retired teachers.
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
