He said Umo | eaders woul d not have the tinme to squabbl e anong
thenselves if they sincerely gave of their best in service to the people
who voted for them "Let me be frank in this speech. There are actually
so many things we need to do in order to fulfil our responsibilities.

"I don't think we can really afford the tinme to fight anong ourselves if
we are to sincerely concentrate our efforts to serve the people.”

Ghani said Umo | eaders should al so have no tine and energy to commt
the "eight deadly sins" recently outlined by party president Datuk Seri Dr
Mahat hi r Mohanad.

The eight "sins" are greed for power, thirst for revenge, hate,
jealousy, blind loyalty to an individual, opportunistic tendencies,
sel fi shness and noney politics.

Ghani rem nded the del egates, who included the State's 20 division
chiefs, that the future of the party depended upon how they were perceived
by the people.

"W are where we are because the people have entrusted us with the
responsibility to lead them It is therefore our priority to provide them
with the necessary services and attend to their needs with all the
sincerity we can nuster.”

Ghani al so touched on concerns regardi ng the Governnent's decision to
have a 10 per cent quota for non-Bum putera students in matricul ation
programes and Mara junior science coll eges.

He said the nove was necessary to provide Bumi putera students with
conpetition to do better in their studies.

However, Chani said, Johor Umo was hopi ng the Government coul d postpone
t he proposed introduction of English in the teaching of Science and
Mat hemati cs subjects in school so that a proper study could be carried out
on the matter.

"We feel there may be a better way to tackle the poor command of English
anong Bum putera students and for this I think we will have to consult the
experts.

"We do not want efforts to nmake Bahasa Mal aysia a | anguage of know edge
to be unnecessarily put at risk by this nove," he said.
