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KUALA LUMPUR Datuk Seri Abdullah 
Ahmad Badawi launched the Encyclo- 
paedia of Dr Mahothir Mohamad last 
night, saying that the Prime Minister’s 
ideas, thoughts and vision would con- 
tinue to inspire Malaysians in future. 

The Deputy Prime Minister said the 
encyclopaedia was of historical signifi- 
cance and described Datuk Seri Dr . 
Mahathir Mohamad’s ideas as “bold. 
daring and thought provoking.” 

Future leaders of the country and 
the Muslim world could also gain from 
the publication, he said when launch- 
ing the encyclopaedia at the cultural 
activity centre of the International 
Islamic University in Gombak.

In a pre-recorded speech, Dr 
Mahathir said the encyciopaedia com- 
prised his speeches reflecting his 
views, ideas and concerns on a number 
of issues, adding: “I had to change the 
attitude of the traditional Muslim 
thinking” 

The encyclopaedia. published by 
Darul Fikir Sdn Bhd. has three editions 
- English, Arabic and a bilingual edi- 
tion. 
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
