Chan as Deputy Finance Mnister with parlianentary secretary to the
International Trade and Industry Mnistry Datuk Fu Ah Kiow pronoted to take
over from Dr Ng.

El aborating on Chan's pronotion, he said: "It is ny assessnent of his
ability . He also has a | ot of experience."

As for Dr Ng's new job at the finance mnistry, Dr Mahathir said it was
in recognition of wonen's capabilities and proved that the governnent was
not gender - bi ased.

The prime mnister, who is also finance mnister, said that there were
many wonen officers at the finance mnistry, including those involved in
preparing the nation's budget.

"W |ike woren," he quipped.

He said the appointnments would take effect after obtaining the consent
of Yang di-Pertuan Agong Tuanku Syed Sirajuddin Syed Putra Jamallulail.

Dr Mahathir was queri ed on whether the many MCA appoi ntnments signalled
that the problenms in the party, the second largest in the ruling coalition,
Bari san Nasi onal, had been resol ved.

To this, the prine mnister said he did not discrimnate agai nst
anybody and he did not recognise the so-called "Team A, Team B*" which were
previously involved in a power struggle in the MCA

Chan was MCA vice-president until My 23 when the MCA central conmttee
el ected himas party deputy president.

The cabi net reshuffle followed Dr Ling' s resignation as transport
m ni ster which was accepted by Dr Mahathir on May 28. He had held the post
for 17 years.

Dr Mahathir al so shifted Deputy Housing and Local Government M nister
Datuk M Kayveas to the Prime Mnister's Departnment, also as deputy
m ni ster.

Kayveas will be deputy mnister to Datuk Seri Rais Yatim the m nister
inthe prine mnister's departnment who is in charge of |aw

Deputy Mnister in the Prinme Mnister's Departnment Datuk Dougl as Unggah
Enbas is also involved in the changes and has been appoi nted deputy
transport mnister.

Uggah is the MP for Betong in Sarawak and is Youth Leader of Parti
Pesaka Bum putera Bersatu (PBB).
