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CUEPACS WELCOMES DR MAHATHIR'S VIEWS

    KUALA LUMPUR, May 4 (Bernama) -- Cuepacs has welcomed the views
expressed by the Prime Minister Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad that civil
servants should think more about job satisfaction and their contributions
to national development rather then keep on pressing for higher wages.
    President of the Congress of Unions of Employees in the Public and
Civil Services Datuk N Siva Subramaniam said trade unions should be more
responsible and focus their attention on increasing productivity and work
quality as the country was faced with various challenges.
