It's only about not contesting or challenging his
(Abdul I ah's) choice,” he said, stressing that undivided support rmust be
given to the new | eadership and translated into action in the next genera
el ecti on.

Muhyi ddin said he left his fate to God.

He al so proposed that the post of president not be contested.

Muhyi ddi n al so extended apol ogies to Umo president Datuk Seri Dr
