"After considerabl e thought and numerous neetings we have deci ded that
not hi ng woul d be nore fitting as a tribute to the prine mnister than to
create the tallest book tower in Ml aysia, and perhaps the world, to show
our gratitude and appreciation,"” he told a news conference here.

Limsaid the tower would be conpleted by Aug 8 and be di spl ayed at the
Eastwi ng of Sunway Pyramd fromAug 8 to Sept 1, followed by a one-nonth
display at the KL International Airport (KLIA).

"The organisers will progressively build and set up the tower with
books until the actual day of the event (Aug 8). The public is also invited
to participate,” he said.

He said they had invited Dr Mahathir to the event and were waiting for
hi s response.

The tower will be recorded in the "Ml aysi a Book of Records" as the
tall est book tower ever built in Ml aysia and will be submitted to the
"Qui nness Book of Records" as a contender for the tallest book tower in the
wor | d.

There will also be an exhibition fromAug 8 to 15 for those who want to
showcase their products or services which were inspired by the prine
m ni ster.
