MSC proj ect a success, says Dr M

SERI KEMBANGAN, Fri. - The Miltinedia Super Corridor project has been
quite successful despite what the sceptics had said of it, Datuk Seri Dr
Mahat hi r Mohamad sai d today.

The Prime Mnister said there were 850 big and small conpani es operating
out of the MSC, a figure that far exceeded the Covernnent's initial target
of 350 by year-end.

"The response to this project has been quite good. In fact, we can claim
that the MSC project is a success,"” he said.

Dr Mahathir said this at the Inmperial College A umi Association dinner
at the Pal ace of the Gol den Horses tonight.

Dr Mahathir said sceptics tended to neasure the MSC s success by the
nunber of buildings in Cyberjaya.

"Just because sone buildings are enpty do not nean that the project was
not successful," he said, adding that many conpanies had noved their
operati onal headquarters to Cyberjaya.

Shell has opened its worldwi de operational centre in Cyberjaya while
courier conpany, DHL Express, has set up one of its three operational
headquarters there

"Lots of conpanies are nobving in to Cyberjaya to take advantage of the
pl easant environment of this country, which warmy wel cones foreign
i nvestors and treats themwell, too," Dr Mhathir said.

He said the MSC was created because the Covernnent wanted to have
foreign experts establish their businesses or operations in Milaysia and
transfer their technology to the |ocal know edge workers.

He also called on nore foreign scientists to cone to Mal aysia and
conduct research at the three institutes to be set up under the multi-
mllion ringgit BioValley project in Dengkil.
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
