former Pakistani Prime Minister Benazir Bhuto and the British royal 
family
-- Queen Mother, Prince Charles and Princess Anne.

Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting (CHOGM) beginning Friday.
   Apart from attending the summit, the prime minister is also 
scheduled
to hold bilateral discussions with several Commonwealth leaders
