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ANGKATUNJUK HARGA PENGGUNA BAGI SEMENANJUNG

MALAYSIA, JANUARI 1976

Angkatunjuk Harga Pengguna — Januari 1976

Angkatunjuk Harga Pengguna bagi Semenanjung Malaysia mencatitkan pertambahan 1.7
mata (145.3 kepada 147.0) pada bulan Januari 1976. Ini merupakan pertambahan 1.2 peratus.

_ Pertambahan 1.2 peratus dalam Angkatunjuk adalah disebabkan terutamanya oleh pertambahan

dalam bayaran perkhidmatan dan sewa dan pertambahan harga setengah-setengah perkara makanan. Pertambah-
an terbesar telah dicatit oleh angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil rawatan perubatan dan perbelanjaan kesihatan yang
bertambah sebanyak 8.1 peratus pada bulan Januari 1976. Pertambahan ini adalah terutamanya akibat yuran
yang lebih tinggi yang dikenakan oleh hospital-hospital Kerajaan mulai 1hb. Januari, 1976. Yuran hospital
swasta telah juga naik dan akibatnya, yuran hospital naik sebanyak 44 peratus pada bulan Januari 1976.

Angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil makanan juga bertambah sebanyak 1.9 peratus pada bulan Januari
1976 disebabkan pertambahan dalam harga anak ayam. ikan dan telur. Harga telur ayam segar gred A bertambah
sebanyak dua sen daripada 14 sen pada bulan Disember kepada 16 sen padz bulan Januari disebabkan perminta-
an yang lebih besar pada musim perayaan.

Pertambahan keseluruhan dalam Angkatunjuk Harga Pengguna adalah juga disebabkan oleh per-
tambahan dalam sewa kasar yang bertambah sebanyak 2.0 peratus pada bulan Januari 1976. Adalah diperhati-
kan bahawa data mengenai sewa rumah hanya dikaji semula dua kali setahun.

Pertambahan di atas, bagaimanapun, dibandingi sedikit sebanyak oleh kemerosotan yang berterusan
dalam harga minyak dan lemak dan kemerosotan dalam harga buah-buahan dan sayur-sayuran. Angkatunjuk
kumpulan kecil gula; beras, roti dan lain-lain bijian; minuman dan tembakau; pakaian dan kasut; dan permainan,
hiburan, pelajaran dan perkhidmatan kebudayaan, bagaimanapun, tetap tidak berubah.

Perubahan Sejak Bulan Januari 1975

Angkatunjuk Harga Pengguna bagi bulan Januari 1976 adalah 1.9 mata atau 1.3 peratus lebih
tinggi daripada angkatunjuk bagi bulan Januari 1975. Kebanyakan angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil mencatitkan
pertambahan. Peratus pertambahan yang terbesar dicatit oleh angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil rawatan perubatan
dan perbelanjaan kesihatan yang bertambah 9.9 peratus. Angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil yang lain
yang mencatitkan pertambahan penting ialah: minuman dan tembakau (7.0 peratus); sewa kasar, bahan api dan
kuasa (4.3 peratus) dan pengangkutan dan perhubungan (4.0 peratus). Angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil makanan
bagimanapun tetap tidak berubah. Tetapi dalam lingkungan angkatunjuk makanan, angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk
kumpulan kecil berikut telah bertambah: gula (9.7 peratus); buah-buahan dan sayur-sayuran (8.2 peratus); kopi
dan teh (5.7 peratus); lain-lain makanan (12.9 peratus) dan ikan (1.9 peratus). Pertambahan ini bagaimanapun,
dibandingi oleh kemerosotan dalam angkatun juk-angkatunjuk minyak dan lemak (24.9 peratus); beras, roti dan
lain-lain bijian (5.5 peratus); daging (1.9 peratus) dan susu dan telur (0.7 peratus).

Pengelasan semula perkara-perkara perbelanjaan kepada barang-barang kekal, separuh kekal, tidak
kekal dan perkhidmatan menunjukkan bahawa angkatunjuk bagi perkhidmatan bertambah sebanyak 5.9 peratus
dan kedua-dua angkatunjuk bagi barang-barang separuh kekal dan tidak kekal bertambah sebanyak 0.7 peratus
tiap-tiap satu. Angkatunjuk bagi barang-barang kekal, bagaimanapun, tetap tidak berubah.




THE UMER PRICE INDEX FOR PENINSU.

& Consumer Price Index — January 1976

The Consumer Price Index for Peninsular Malaysia registered an increase of 1.7 points (145.3
to 147.0) in January 1976. This represents an increase of 1.2 per cend.

The increase of 1.2 per cent in the index was mainly due to increases in service charges and
rents and increases in the prices of certain food items. The largest increase was recorded by the sub-group
index for medical care and health expenses which increased by 8.1 per cent in January 1976. This increase
was mainly the result of the higher fees at government hospitals, which came into effect on Ist. January,
1976. Private hospital fees have also increased, and as a result, hospital fees increased by 44 per cent in
January 1976.

The sub-group index for food also increased by 1.9 per cent in January 1976 because of
increases in the prices of chicken, fish and eggs. The price of fresh hen's eggs grade A increased by two cents
from 14 cents in December to 16 cents in January due to a larger demand in the festive season.

The overall increase in the Consumer Price Index was also due to the increase in gross rent which
increased by 2.0 per cent in January 1976. It should be noted that rental data are only revised twice a year.

The above increases, however, have been offset to some extent by the continuing decline in the
price of oils and fats and the decline in the prices of fruits and vegetables. The sub-group indices for sugar,
rice, bread and other cereals; bevergges and tobacco, wlothing and footwear; and recreation, entertainment,
education and cultural services have, however, remained unchanged.

Since J, 1975

The Consumer Price Index for January 1976 was 1.9 points or 1.3 per cent higher than the index
Jor January 1975. Most of the subgroup indices registered increases. The largest percentage increase was
registered by the sub-group index for medical care and health expenses which increased by 9.9 per cent. The
other sub-group indices that registered substantial increases were: beverages and tobacco (7.0 per cent); gross
rent, fuel and power (4.3 per cent) and transport and communication (4.0 per cent). The sub-group index for
food, howeyer, remained unchanged. But within the food index, the following sub-group indices registered
increases. sugar (9.7 per cent); fruits and vegetables (8.2 per cent); coffee and tea (5.7 per cent); other food
(12.9 per cent) and fish (1.9 per cent). These increases, however, have been offset by declines in the indices
Jor olls and fats (24.9 per cent); rice, bread and other cereals (5.5 per cent); meat (1.9 per cent ) and milk and
eggs (0.7 per cent).

A re-classification of the expenditure items into durable, semi-dwrable and non-durable goods
and services shows that the index for services increased by 5.9 per cent and both the indices for semi-durable
and non-durable goods increased by 0.7 per cent each. The index for durable goods, however, remained
unchanged.
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Angkatunjuk Harga Barang-Barang Pengguna yang berasaskan formula Angkatunjuk Laspeyres mengukur
perubahan-perubahan di dalam peringkat purata harga-harga sekumpulan barang-barang dan perkhidmatan yang ditetapkan,

persendirian di dalam Akaun Negara 1967, Harga-harga bagi lebih kurang 700 perkara digunakan bagi pengiraan itu. Ini
diperolehi tiap-tiap bulan daripada lebih kurang 3,400 lerfipzt—tempat kutipan barang-barang runcit diserata 90 pekan-pekan
dalam dan luar bandar.

BRIEF EXPLANATION OF THE CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

The Consumer Price Index which is based on the Laspeyres Index formula measures the average changes in
prices of a fived basket of goods and services which represents the expenditure pattern of the average household in Peninsular
Malaysia with 1967 as the base year. The set of weights used in the index is based on estimates of private consumption
expendi}ure in the National Accounts for 1967. Prices of about 700 items are used in the computation, These are obtained
monthly from approximately 3,400 retail outlets spread over 90 urban and rural towns.

The Consumer Price Index measures price changes from a designated reference period — 1967 —~ which equals
100. An increase of 20 per cent for example from the average prices of 1967, is shown as 120.0.

NOTE ABOUT CALCULATING INDEX CHANGES

Movements of the Consumer Price Index from one month to another are expressed as percentage changes rather
then changes in index points because “index point’ changes are affected by the level of the index in relation to its base period
while percentage changes are not.  The following example illustrates the computation of index pont and percentage changes
