Angkatunjuk Harga Pengguna (A.H.P.) bagi Sarawak mencatitkan pertambahan sut sebanyak 0.9 mata
atau 0.6 peratus dalam bulan Disember 1976. Ia mencapai paras 141.8 pada bulan ini. Pertambahan ini sebahagian
besarnya adalah disebabkan pertambahan dalam angkatunjuk makanan yang mana adalah 1.3 peratus lebih tinggi
dalam bulan Disember. Pertambahan-pertambahan sut dicatit oleh angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil untuk
minuman dan tembakau (0.2 peratus); perabut, hiasan rumabh, perkakas dan kegiatan isirumah (0.3 peratus);
rawatan perubatan dan perbelanjaan kesihatan (0.4 peratus); pengangkutan dan perhubungan (0.1 peratus); dan
pelbagai barang-barang dan perkhidmatan (0.1 peratus). Angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil bagi pakaian dan kasut jatuh
sebanyak 0.1 peratus manakala angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil bagi sewa kasar, bahan api dan kuasa;

dan permainan, hiburan, pelajaran dan perkhidmatan kebudayaan tidak berubah.

Dalam kumpulan makanan, sumbangan signifikan dibuat oleh tiga angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil, iaitu,
ikan; buah-buahan dan sayur-sayuran; dan kopi dan teh. Masing-masing angkatunjuk ini adalah lebih tinggi se-
banyak 2.1 peratus, 3.8 peratus dan 8.9 peratus. Udang segar, sotong, ikan segar dan sayur-sayuran segar adalah
lebih mahal disebabkan kekurangan bekalan semasa musim hujan. Harga serbuk kopi adalah juga lebih tinggi
pada bulan dalam kajian.

Selepas pertambahan yang tajam dalam har_a-harga pengguna diantara tahun 1973 dan 1974, kadar
pertambahan dalam harga-harga pengguna, sebagaimana yang ditunjukkan oleh A .H.P., mencatitkan kemerosotan
signifikan kepada 5.5 peratus dalam tahun 1975, Terdapat kemerosotan lagi apabila kadar pertambahan ialah
4.2 peratus dalam tahun 1976 (Lihat Carta 1). Kadar pertambahan yang lebih lembab pada A.H.P. dalam tahun
1976 adalah disebabkan kadar pertambahan yang lebih rendah dalam angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk bukan makanan

Harga serbuk kopi telah juga naik dengan pesat sejak bulan April 1976. Diantara bulan Mac dan
April angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil bagi kopi dan teh meningkat sebanyak 4.7 mata daripada 120.5 kepada 125.2.

Menjelang bulan Disember angkatunjuk itu meningkat sebanyak 41.4 peratus kepada 177.0. Ketidakupayaan
bekalan untuk menemui permintaan dunia bagi biji kopi telah mengakibatkan melambungnya harga serbuk kopi.

Manakala keempat-empat angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil tersebut di atas mencatitkan pertambahan
yang banyak, angkatunjuk-angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil bagi gula, minyak dan lemak dan daging adalah sangat
stabil, walaupun angkatunjuk bagi gula adalah 5.2 peratus lebih tinggi pada tahun 1976.

Berbanding dengan angkatunjuk makanan, keadaan turun naik dalam angkatunjuk bukan makanan ada-
lah lebih sederhana (Lihat Carta 2). Pada purata angkatunjuk bukan makanan bertambah sebanyak 3.6 peratus di
antara tahun 1975 dan 1976. ini adalah jauh lebih rendah daripada 6.7 peratus yang dicatit dalam tahun 1975,
Pertambahan ini adalah disebabkan terutamanya oleh pertambahan dalam harga minuman ringan, bir dan lain-lain
minuman beralkohol, petrol, minyak api, motokar dan tayar basikal dan keluaran perubatan dan pharmaceutical.
Tarif letrik yang lebih tinggi telah juga dikenakan oleh Perbadanan Perbekalan Letrik Sarawak (PPLS) mulai bulan
Ogos 1976. Tambahan pula, harga petrol telah dinaikkan dalam bulan Julai.

Angkatunjuk kumpulan kecil bagi perkhidmatan telah juga menunjukkan aliran kemerosotan (Lihat
Carta 2). Pada purata, kos perkhidmatan adalah 3.4 peratus lebih tinggi pada tahun 1976 berbanding dengan 6.5
peratus pada tahun 1975. Sepanjang tahun kos perkhidmatan adalah stabil. Dikalangan perkara-perkara perkhid-

and cultural services were unchanged.

Within the food group, significant contributions were made by three sub-group indices, namely, fish;
Jruits and vegetables; and coffee and tea. These indices were higher by 2.1 per cent, 3.8 per cent and 8.9 per
cent respectively. Fresh prawns, cuttlefish, Jresh fish and fresh vegetables were dearer because of insufficient
supply during the rainy season. The price of coffee powder was also higher in the month under review.

After the sharp increase in consumer prices between 1973 and 1974, the rate of increase in consumer
prices, as indicated by the C.P.I.. declined significantly to 5.5 per cent in 1975.

There was further slowing down
in 1976 when the rate of increase was 4.2 per cent (See chart 1). This slower rate of increase in the CP.I in 1976
was due to the low

er rate of increase in the non-food and services indices although the food index registered a
marginally higher rate of increase.

In contrast to the slower rate of increase in food prices in Peninsular Malaysia, Sarawak registered a
higher rate of increase in food prices in 1976 compared to 1975. The rate was 4.2

per cent in 1975 whereas it
increased to 4.9 per cent in 1976 (See Chart 2), '

-

Within the food index significant increases were recorded by the subgroup indices for rice, bread
and other cereals (5.0 per cent); fish (8.6 per cent); fruits and vegetables (6.8 per cent); and coffee and tea
(21.3 per cent). The sub-group index for rice, bread and other cereals rose in the beginning of the year toa
level of 164.1 in February after which it stablished at around 159.0 for the rest of the year (See Chart 4). The

price of local rice increased in the first two months of the year due to inadequate supplies, and also to higher
import prices of China rice.

The increase in the sub-group index for fish which commenced in the later part of 1975 continued

into early 1976 and attained a peak of | 95.4 in February, after which it started to decline until it reached a level

of 175.9 in June. From July onwards the movement has been upwards so that by December the index was 208.9.

These fluctuations reflect the usual pattern of fish prices with prices at the beginning and the end of each year
being high when there is a shortfall in supply as the rainy season sets in (See Chart 4 ).

The sub-group index for fruits and vegetables also follows a similar pattern as prices of vegetables
are generally higher in the rainy season. The sharp increase in the price of vegetables in October 1975 continued




The price of coffee powder has also increased steeply since April 1976. Between March and April, the
sub-group index for coffee and tea moved up by 4. 7 points from 120.5 to 125.2. By December the index had ad-

vanced by 41.4 per cent to 177.0. The inability of supply to meet the world demand for coffee beans has resulted
in the soaring price of coffee powder.

While rh;four sub-group indices mentioned above have registeed large increases, the sub-group indices

for sugar, oils and fats and meat have been very stable, although the index for sugar was higher by 5.2 per cent in
1976.

Compared to the food index, the month-to-month fluctuations in the non-food index have been more
moderate (See Chart 2). On the average, the non-food index increased by 3.6 per cent between 1975 and 1976.
This is much lower than the 6.7 per cent registered in 1975. This increase was mainly due to the increase in the
price of soft drinks, beer and other alcoholic beverages, petrol, kerosene, motorcar and bicycle tyres, and medical
and pharmaceutical products. Higher electricity tariffs were also imposed by the Sarawak E lectricity Supply Cor-
poration (SESCO) from August 1976. In addition, peirol pricé:s were increased in July.

The sub-group index for services has also shown a declining trend (See Chart 2). On the average, the
costs of services were higher by 3.4 per cent in 1976 compared to 6.5 per cent in 1975. Throughout the year, the
costs of services have been stable. Among the service items, the most important is rent, which increased by 2.2

per cent in June 1976. Among the other items, charges for hair cuts and hair grooming, food in restaurants and
cafes, and hotel rooms were also higher in 1976.

The 4.2 per cent increase registered by the C.P.1. in 1976 was the result of changes in the sub-group
indices. The contribution of a change in a sub-group index is dependent on the magnitude of the dimgc and on
the size of the weight that has been assigned to the subgroup index. The sub-group indices for food and gross
rent, fuel and power contributed substantially to the overall increase in the CP.I. Food contributed 554 per
cent and gross rent, fuel and power 24.6 per cent. These are the two indices with the largest weights. Out of
the 55.4 per cent contribution made by the food index, the sub-group index for rice, bread and other cereals

contributed 16.2 per cent; fish 13.9 per cent; fruits and vegetables 11.3 per cent, and coffee and tea 9.4 per
cent. (See Table A and Chart 5)

A reclassification of the items into durables, semi-durable and nondurable goods, and services,
indicates that the prices of durable and nondurable goods increased by 4.9 and 4.8 per cent respectively in
1976. Service charges were higher by 3.4 per cent while semi-durable goods were dearer by 1.4 per cent.

BRIEF EXPLANATION OF THE CONSUMER PRICE INDEX
m

The Consumer Price Index which is based on the Laspeyres Index formula measures the average changes in
prices of a fixed basket of goods and services which represents the expenditure patiern of the average household in Sarawak
with 1967 as the base year. The set of weights used in the index is based on the results of the Family Budget Survey
carried out in 1963’/68 in seven centres in Sarawek. The seven centres m‘xuchbw. Sibu, Miri, Simanggang, Sarikei,
Bintulu and Limbang. Prices of about 650 items are used in the computation. These are obtained monthly from
approximately 617 retail outlets spread over 7 urban end rurel towns.

The Consumer Price Index measures price changes from a designated reference period — 1967 — which equals
100. Anincrease of 20 per cent for example from the average prices of 1967, is shown as 120.0.
