In the same way, China cannot avoid being

interestedinthepoliciesbeingpursuedby

other countries. Therefore, there 1s mutual
interest In what China does and what other

countries do. As | said last night, Malaysia

supports the five principles of peaceful

co-existence. Problems between countries
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should he resolved peacefully. In the past,
South East Asia had never been free from
big power rivalries. We do not want this to

happen again.
