6. Ladies and Gentlemen. 

The Members of my Delegation and I would like to thank 

His Excellency The Chairman and members of the Guangdong Provincial 

Revolutionary Committee, for the very warm welcome accorded to us 

on our visit to Guangzhou. 

2. This is the last leg of our visit to China before we 

return to Kuala Lumpur to-morrow. My delegation and I have visited 

Beijing, Shanghai and Hangzhou. At each of these Cities we were 

received with great warmth and Friendship. 



3. While in Beijing I met Premier Hua Guopeng and 

Vice-Premier Deng Xiaoping. I had very useful and frank 

discussions with them on matters affecting our two countries. 

Trade was an important subject in the discussions. As you 

know, trade has been a Traditional Link between Malaysia 

and China from ancient times. Your Leaders and I agree 

that there is great scope and opportunities for us to expand 

the two-way trade between our two countries. This is 

especially so as China steps up her drive to Industrialise 

and Moderniss herself. 

b9 Malaysia has such raw materials as Rubber, Palm-

Oil and Timber which she can supply to China in Increasing 

amounts to meet China's growing needs. At the same time we 

are also prepared to offer China Technical Assistance in 

developing her Rubber Technology, in the refining and 

processing of Palm Oil for edible purposes and in the Tin 

Mining Industry. 

5. The Development of our Trading Relations is a 

Matter of Great Importance to both of us. The balance of 

trade has always been in China's favour despite this it is 

our intention to increase our imports as our own needs grow. 

We hops that China on her part will make every effort to 

narrow this gap. In this way we can expand our trade and 

widen the areas of Co-operation for the mutual benefit of 

our peoples. 

6. It is Indeed fitting that my last stop in China 

should be Guangzhou. Guangzhou is one of the most famous 

cities in shouthern China. It has colourful and exciting 

history and to day the Guangzhou trade fair wich has been 

held since 1957 is known throughout the world. 



7. The province of Guangdong occupies a special 

position in the relations between our two countries. 

Many Malaysians of Chinese origin can trace their roots 

to this province. 

8. At the same time we have had close trade ties 

with you. This trade existed before Malaysia and China 

established diplomatik relations. The first Delegation 

from Malaysia to visit China was the one that attended 

the 1972 Guangzhou trade fair. Since then Malaysian and 

Chinese traders have met each other on a regular basis at 

the trade fair. 

Your Excellency, 

9. The friendly relations between Malaysia and China 

have grown steadily not only in trade but also in the sports 

and cultural fields. The Joint Communique of 197^, by which 

Malaysia and China established diplomatic relations, has 

been the basis of these relations. I am confident that, by 

continuing to aduere to the provisions of the communique, 

our relations will be further expanded and strengthened in 

time to come. 

10. It now remains for me to once again express my 

very deep appreciation and gratitude for all the Hospitality 

and the attention you have given to me and my delegation. 

This visit has added a bit more to my knowledge about China. 

My delegation and I will carry back with us pleasant memories 

of our stay here. The visit to Guangzhou Has been and 

enjoyable one and an appropriate end to a happy and successful 

visit to China.
