The Report of the Drop-out Study prepared by the Ministry of Education 

has been submitted to the Government. As the findings and the recommendations 

are far reaching and involving not only the Ministry of Education but also 

other Ministries as well as parents, teachers, pupils and indeed the whole 

society, the Government has set up a Comittee of Officials headed by the 

Secretart-General of the Ministry of Education to study the report in depth. 

The Committee is expected to submit its report to the Government in three 

months time. 

The Report which is in English is being translated into Bahasa Malaysia. 

They will be printed and made available to the public. 

In the meanwhile, I am making available to the press the report and 

I seek co-operation from you in publicising it through your newspapers. 

The public is invited to submit their comments and views to the Committee. 

I would like to discuss with you how best the report could be presented to 

the public through the medium of your newspapers, radio and television. 

I am also taking this opportunity to thank all those involved in 

conducting the study and producing the report. The Report and the study which 

took one and a half years to complete at a cost of $250,000 involved a large 

number of persons, organisations and government departments. I wish to thank 

the Ford Foundation which made available to us Professor Alen Wilson from the 

University of Berkeley, California who was mainly responsible for the technical 

aspect of the work, Encik Chander the Chief Statistician, and his staff, 

espeeially his field staff, who conducted the field work of interviewing 5,000 

youths all over West Malaysia, head masters, teachers, thousands of pupils in 

our various schools whom we interviewed, members of the Faculty of Education of 

the University of Malaya, the academic staff ot the Universiti Kebangsaan and 
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Universiti Sains Malaysia and also officials of the Ministry of Education, 

State Education Departments for their assistance and co-operation; officials 

of the Educational Planning and Research Division of the Ministry of 

Education, especially Encik Wan Zahid bin Nordin, for the preparation, 

editing and production of this report. I now invite Encik Murad to brief 

you broadly on some of the findings and recommendations of the report.
