4 TO 6 FEBRUARY 2020 

 

The Attorney General’s Chamber Malaysia 

and the Ministry of Justice of Algeria    

convened 3 days discussions to further 

review the draft text agreement that was           

negotiated in the first round in Malaysia 

from 18 to 20 January 2016.  

 

The negotiations were held in a friendly 

and cordial atmosphere, reflecting the   

traditionally warm and friendly relations 

between the two countries. Extensive   

discussions were held on 6 February 2020 

by both sides to finalise the draft       

agreement. The agreement is now ready 

for signing at any occasion. 
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The Embassy rendered consular and various other 

forms of assistance to Malaysians stranded in    

Algeria and Tunisia following to their flight        

cancellations and transportation difficulties. On 23 

April 2020, the Embassy facilitated the returning 

of 288 Malaysian expatriates and students in   

Algeria and Tunisia through a chartered           

REPATRIATION FLIGHT.  
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On 3 February 2020, the Chargè d'Affaires  

a.i. hosted a BREAKFAST MEETING with a 

delegation from the Malaysian Attorney     

General’s Chamber.  

On 3 June 2020, the Embassy assisted the     

returning of four stranded Malaysians working 

in Algeria.
